The sunbeams sparkle out like molten 
brilliants, with a lustre that happily does not smite 
and madden, and pierce the brain, (as too often in 
the depth of summer,) and the light, “ through 
purest crystal gleaming,” is mild, ethereal and be­
nignant Inconvenient as are at times these terri­
ble showers, pouring on, like a deluge for days and 
without intermission, no milder treatment would 
soften and prepare the ground, break up the indu­
rated soil of summer, and fit it for the reception of 
seed.
