As his tithe 
was limited the delegation felt it would 
be better to have these prepared. No 
official note of the answers categorically 
was taken. The gentlemen composing 
the delegation, however, made notes, 
pencilled or' mental, of Mr. Gutelius’ 
replies.

It has to be repeated that, though the 
list was put in, no categorical answers 
were given. As a reason for this it was 
accepted that some of the first answers, 
with or without elaboration, supplied 
the answers also to later questions.

While Mr. Gutelius expressed himself 
as very much pleased wish the interview 
and contrasted It with a previous one, 
this does not seem to be at all the im­
pression left on the minds of the dele­
gation. They went for bread and they 
got something that negatively resembled 
s stone.
