A Notable Tribute

Congregation and Many Other
Frieads Present at Unveiling of
Memorial to Miss Anna Stamers

A ‘memorial service in honor of Nurs-
ng Sister Anna Stamers was heéld in
~L"Jentml Baptist Church last = evening.
She ‘'was one of the nurses who lost her
life ‘on the hospital ship Llandovery
Castle, which was torpedoed by a Ger-
man submarine. A beautiful photo-
graphic memorial was unveiled, after
which Rev. D. J. MacPherson delivered
in eloquent and touching address deal-
ing with the character and life of the
Bt. John nurse and of the sinking of the
hospital ship.

The service was held at the close of
the regular evening meeting and the
church was decorated tastefully for the
pecasion. < Although many impressive
services have been held in the Loyalist
City in the years since war was declared
that of last night seemed to produce a
feeling more intense, more thoroughly in
garnest, a keener demonstration of heart
contact than any before. The service
was opened by a mixed quartet com-
Eqsed of Misses Irene Wilson and Camp-
ell and Messrs. Holder and Wood, who
sang very nicely “One Sweetly Solemn
Thought.” . This was followed by a
prayer by the pastor and his reading of

,ﬁnoﬁcia.l government documents out-
ing the circumstances surrounding the
sinking of the Llandgvery Castle. A
solo by Miss Mullin followed after
which the floral tributes were brought
forward and placed in position, the
donors being announced by the pastor.
" In the course of his sermon Rev. Mr.
MacPherson said:—

“Sister Anna 1. Stamers was an hon-
ored member of this church. In very
early life she gave her heart to the Lord

- Jesus, whom she faithfully and adoring-
ly loved and worshipped. Her sunny
disposition, beautiful life and character,
coupled with a keen clear intellect, em-
minently fitted her for the noble profes-
sion she had chosen.

“She graduated from the General Pub-
lic Hospital of this city in 1912. In 1915
she felt it her duty to serve her country
and on offering for service for overseas
was accepted. She spent a year and one
half in France ministering as an angel
of mercy to the sick, wounded and
dying soldiers. Her devotion in this
glorious service finds expression in the
words of a convalescent soldier: ‘She
is like one’s own true sister and has a
heart as big as all out of doors.”
Peculiarly fitted for service on the sea
she felt it her duty to relinquish her
work in France and take 'up the more
hazardous position which she so ably
g;nd nobly filled until her death on June

“To know Miss Stamers was to love
her. Her personality, her devotion, her
Christian life inspired to that high ideal

ich has been.set before us by the
Saviour of humanity. ;

George Stamers, the little cousin of
Nursing Sister Anna Stamers, unveiled |
the memorial and stood at the salute
while doing it. It was an enlarged
picture. of Nursing Sister Stamers in
her indoor military nursing ‘uniform.
The picture was in a beautiful ebony
frame and beneath it was the following
inscription:

“In loving memory of Nursing Sister
Anna-Stamers, born at St. John (N. B.),
January 25, 1888. While serving God,
the nation and humanity she came to
her death in the sinking of the hospital
ship Llandovery Castle by a German
submarine, June 27, 1918.”

«‘She hath done 'what she could)’
Merk 14, 8.

The lettering was splendidly done by
Joha Goodacre, formerly of the Bige-
low Calendar Art studio of the United
States, now resident in the city.

Rev. Miles B. McCutcheon, former
pastor of the Brussels street Baptist
church, where Nursing Sister Stamers
attended before the amalgamation, now
of the First Baptist church, Montreal,
who happened to be here on a vacation,
was present. There were representa-
tions from the Red Cross Society, a
large body of active hospital nurses, the
alumnae of the nursing society of New
Brunswick, the Knights of Pythias,
several returned soldiers in uniform, one

EADLIGHTS MUST BE
HALF OBSCURED

Beginning today all automobile owners
in the city will find it necessary to wear
a garb of mourning over the upper half
of their head lights. It was announced,
last night, that it had been ordered by
the committee of public safety of the
city of St. John, appointed by the privy
council of Canada, that all automobile
owners in St. John be called upon to
darken the upper half’of their head-
lights immediately.

The safety committee has endeayored
to make the regulations bear as lightly
upon the automobile owners as possible
and it is left with the discretion of the
owner whether he paint the upper half
of his headlight with black paint or
paste. brown paper in the upper inside
portion of his lenses in lieu of the paint.
It is pointed out that the use of brown
paper will come within the meaning of
the regluation calling for the darkening
of headlights and that this is more easily

removed from the lenses when desired
than is paint. All automobile owners,
however, from this date forward are
called upon to observe, the new regula-
tion with respect to the darkening of
headlights.

Representatives of the em-
ployes as well as the power company
will be present, as according to the rules
agreed upon three representatives fromn
each side may be heard. W. F. Hathe-
way, representative of the employes,
said last evening that the session would
be presided over by His Honor Judge
Chandler. George E. Day will-repre-
sent the company. This evening’s ses-
sion will be looked forward to with a
great deal of interest by all concerned.
