Police protection for the meeting was ask- • 
ed for beforehand, afid the Nottingham 
police tamed out in great force. Admis­
sion to the hall was by ticket, but a num­
ber of trouble makers got into the hall 
early before the tick* takers had arrived.- 
A great crowd surrounded the hall and 
jeered the ticket holders as they entered.

The first speaker had hardly begun to 
speak when a detonator was discharged in 
the hack seats. This caused terrible alarm.
The explosion was followed by etamping 
and hooting and the setting off of fire­
crackers.

Miss Kenney tried to speak, but was 
heckled about the burning of two or three 
railway stations. She answered that the . 
suffragettes had been compelled to resort 
to extreme measures, but that Nottingham 
men ought to be proud of such actions in­
asmuch as their ancestors hsd burned Not­
tingham Castle in order to get the fran­
chise.

Fredericton, N. B., March 12—Fishing 
lease of the Upealquitcb River for ten 
years was sold at auction at the Crown 
Land office this morning and brought 
$3,010. Ten years ago it was purchased 
by Thomas Malcolm for $1,600.

W. A. Black purchased the river from 
its mouth to Boland’s brook for $800. 
Three miles of the river from the mouth of 
Boland's brook went to J. F. Robinson 
for $200, and the balance, of the river, in­
cluding branches, was sold to Ambrose 
Morrell of New York for $2,010. The up­
set price on the river was $1,750.

The members of the new city council 
were sworn in to office this afternoon by 
the mayor.

Donaldson Imer Letitia arrived today 
from Glasgow and docked this afternoon 
at 12.30, landing 245 cabin and 280 third- 
class passengers. She also had' a large 
general cargo including a shipment of 110 
horses. One of the horses died on the 
journey across. The Le'titia sustained ser­
ious damage to her stern on the last trip 
from here on January 9, caused by the 
heavy seas, and it was necessary to put 
in practically a whole new stern. The 
steamer encountered no rough weather, 
however, on her return voyage.

In response to Mr. Pinder he said that 
the salariée paid remained about un­
changed. The expense ivae increasing be­
cause the attendance at the hospital was 
increasing. The average annual increase 
was about twelve. Nearly all supplies 
were obtained by contract.
