Dead in Ottawa
LOCAL NEWS In August, 1922, the. Norwegian De­

partment of Commerce sent an expedi­
tion to Spitsbergen and Bear Island 
under the leadership of Dr. Adolf 
Hoel, lecturer on geology at the Uni­
versity of Christiana, to survey and 
chart the lands adjacent to the Nor­
wegian mines on those Islands, take 
soundings of the adjacent waters, and 
make other investigations. The re­
sults of this expedition are given in a 
report of the American Consul at 
Bergen, Norway, to the State Depart­
ment at Washington. A summary of 
the report and comments by the 
Weather Bureau follows:—

“Dr. Hoçl, who has just returned, re­
ports the location of hitherto unknown 
coal- deposits on the eastern shores of 
Advent Bay—deposits <fl vast extent 
and superior quality. This Is regarded 
as of first importance, hs so far most 
of the coal mined by the Norwegian 
companies on those islands has not been 
of the best quality.

“ The oceanographic observations 
have, however, been even.more inter­
esting. Ice conditions were excep­
tional. In fact, so little Ice has never 
before been noted. The expedition all 
but established a record, sailing as far 
as 81 degres, 29 minutes in free water. 
This is the furthest north ever reached 
with modern oceanograph apparatus.

“The character of the waters of the 
great polar basin has heretofore been 
practically unknown. Dr. Hoel reports 
that he made a section of the Gulf 
Stream at 80 degrees north latitude and 
took soundings to a depth of 8,100 
meters. These show the Gulf Stream 
very warm, and it could be traced as a 
surface current till beyond the 81st 
parallel. The warmth of the. .waters 
makes it probable that the favorable 
ice conditions will continue for some 
time. Later a section was taken of the 
Gulf Stream off Bear Island and off the 
Isfjord, as well as a section of the cold 
current that comes down along the 
west coast of Spitsbergen off the south 
cape.

“In connection with Dr. Hod’s re­
port, it is of interest to note the un- 
unusually warm summer in Arctic 
Norway and the observations of Cap­
tain Martin Ingebrigsten, who has 
sailed the eastern Arctic for fifty-four 
ybars past. He says that he first noted 
warmer conditions in 1918, that since 
that time it has steadily gotten warmer, 
and that today the Arctic of that re­
gion is not recognizable as the same re­
gion of 1868to 1917.

"Many old landmarks are so changed 
as to be unrecognizable. Where form­
erly great masses of ice Were found, 
there are now often moraines, accumu­
lation of earth and stones. At many 
points where glaciers formerly extend­
ed far into the sea they have entirely 
disappeared.

“The Change in temperature, says 
Captain Ingebrigsten, has also brought 
abolit great change in the flora and 
fauna of the Arctic. This summer he 
sought for white fish in Spitsbergen 
waters. Formerly great shoals of them 
were to be found there. This year he 
saw none, although he visited all of 
the >>ld fishing grounds.

“There were few seals in Spitsbergen 
waters this year, the catch being far 
below the average. This, however, did 
not surprise the Captain. He pointed 
out that formerly the waters about 
Spitsbergen held an even summer tem- 
nerture up to three degrees Celsius ; 
this year recorded temperatures up to 
fifteen degrees, and last winter the

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NEW YORK PRIEST 
AND CRIME NEWS

Newspaper Editors and Wo­
men Writers in Magazines 
Condemned by Father 
Walsh.

Some present day publishers and 
writers are making money by awaken­
ing thé evil passions of men, declared 
Dr. James J. Walsh in an address on
“Regulation of Newspapers,” the sec­
ond of die Cathedral Lenten lectures in 
the Cathedral College Hall. Madison 
avenue, New York, under the auspices 
of the Federation of Catholic Clubs.

some of them wom-“These people, 
en,” he said, “literally pander to vice 
to make money. They talk much of 
art, hut their artistic novels are born 
today and die tomorrow. The greater 
the literature, the less there is of that 
kind of thing.”

Dr. Walsh prefaced his lecture on 
newspapers by comparing present day 
moral conditions with health conditions 
in New York City before the establish­
ment of the Board pf_ Health. After 
picturing the condition of the city 
der successive epidemics of cholera, 
smallpox and typhus fever, he said 
that newspapers are proving a “source 
of contagion quite -as serious as the 
contagion that is physical—psychic con­
tagion.” The newspapers are full of it, 
he declared.

“An old editor once told me,” Dr. 
Walsh said, “that if every article on 
the front page of a newspaper which 
describes a violation of the Ten Com­
mandments were rubbed out, the news- 

would not sell. Another editor

un­

paper
told me that the late affair in New 
Brunswick had broke» all previous rec­
ords of crime stories because it had 
held the front page for fifty-two days. 
But what good did it do? Not the 
slightest, except that it induced hyster­
ical, half-witted people to come for­
ward and declare that they had seen 
and heard things that they had not 
seen and heard. You cannot have a bet­
ter example of evil suggestion than 
that.”

After pointing out from statistics 
how much greater crime is in this 
country than in- England and in Can­
ada, Dr. Walsh said he did not believe 
this was entirely due to American 
newspapers, but “newspaper suggestion 
accounts for a good many of these 
cases. We have come to the point when 
crime is so great in this country that 
we must eliminate everything that pro­
motes it. The printing of a great vol­
ume of crime news is a constant sug­
gestion of evil.”

“Of course,” he continued, “the 
papers all point out how much good 
they accomplish thereby, but it only 
occasionally happens that a reporter 
snoops out something that the police 
have overlooked. Much more frequently 
criminals get their tips from news­
papers.

“If the newspapers censored their 
ne*s columns as carefully as they cen- 

their advertisements, there would 
be no trouble.”

The speaker then pointed out the 
extreme care with which one New 
York newspaper scrutinizes all adver­
tising submitted to it.

Dr. Walsh said that at the present
