In the course of his remarks the rever-

“Few passages in all Scripture are equally
familiar with the words of the text. To
our minds they are repeatedas a partof
well nigh every funeral service thoughout,
Chrigtendom; they breathe nevertheless,
not thé spiritof gloom but the joyous
spmt which is befitting to every believer
in Jesus,—the exuberent buoyancy of joy-

ousness, _The, wixiterseems as if in haste
to get to the thente which is the foun-
tain of his overflowing joy. He hnmas
ovet'the'” customary and ind

words of salvation, that he may break

forth into a song of praise to almighty

God. And what is the key note of his

anthem? It is that event of which he

with his ten brethren had been the
wondering, privileged witnesses of the
resurrection of Jesus, hi sLord and ours.”

After some farther remarks upon this

theme the preacher took for his subject,

“The spirit, and the reason or reasons

demanding the spirit of devotional thank-

fulness” and in the course of his re-
marks under the first head he referred as
follows to. congregational singing. “But
how few think of making praise the vital
element in their religion; and here let
me say a word with reference to this
part of the services of the sanctuary.

There are congregations in which every

one present tries to contribute some tone

to the service of song. Old and young,
gentle and simple, with cultivated or
uncultivated voices, warrant all singing.

And the effect is often sublime. I have

been in situations where the effect

thus , thinking not of the excel-
lence or otherwise of their efforts but
but simply of serving, of showing forth
the praise of God, was heart-awing

And there are congregations in which
those present think it becoming only to
listen while the praise portion of the ser-
vices is being done for them, it may be
by most competent performers. But the
people listen simply as critics. The
chief end arrived at in such cases is not
the service of God. 1Itis the gratifica-
tion of the listeners—that is, they are
self worshippers, self-pleasers. In which
of these congregations is there most of
the spirit of devotion?—Is the result of
the service most gladdening and edifying?
In the first case suppose the music may
be rude, may be inartisticc. But the
| praise is genuine, Yes, it is, “as a voice
of many waters, as the sound of
mighty " thunderings” And 1 think
that with all the rudeness -from
an artistic point of view, praise such
as some of us have heard, perchance in
the open air, hasbeen more acceptable in
the courts on high, than in their ser-
vices who are but spectators or listeners
merely, and not actors according to their
gifts in the services of the Sanctuary.
“Let the people praise Thee, O God.
Let all the people praise Thee.” That
was the spirit of the olden time, and that
was the spirit which the Apostle sought
to arouse when he penned the words of
my text.”

TRINITY CHURCH

is always well attended, but at Easter the
services are so imposing and pleasing
that every pew in the building is
without fail occupied. Last evening the
church was crowded atan early hour.
A very interesting as well as beautiful
feature of the service was the
singing of the surpliced cLoir. The choris-
ters to the number of 28 entered from
the side door and marched along, to the
strains of the organ, in front of the con-
gregation. After service and with a
closing songof praise the choristers return-
ed through the same door by which
they had entered.

The voices of the choristers blended
well together and the hymns and psalms
rose with deeper solemnity than ever
through the lofty halls of Trinity. The
front of the church was decorated with
flowers.

FIVE DAYS IN A DORY.

FROZEN SAILORS PICKED UP AT

Dim Speck in Distance Proves to be
Shipwrecked Men.—Picked Up by
Crew of Sarah H. Prior and Brought
to Land.

Capt. McLaughlin’ of the schoonef
Sarah H. Prior says that on Friday,
March 28, when he hove to under close
reefs he discovered a speck on the water
fully two miles to leeward. Thinking it
might be men clinging to a spar he bore
down on the object, and as he neared
found it to be a dory containing two men.
As his vessel neared them an  oil jacket
was waved for a moment, then the signal
dropped as though the one who waved it
was in an exhausted condition.

The sea was rough and huge combers
were breakingover the unfortunate oc-
cupants of the dory, but notwithstanding
that, three volunteers manned one of
the dories and were off to the rescue.

_ They took the lost dory in tow, and on
arriving at their vessel the men, who
were overcome by fatigue, were lifted on
board as carefully as possible.

They were found to be somewhat fro-
zen, and were rubbed with the soft ice
that was picked up from about the deck.
After three hours of hard work one of
them was brought to his senses, but he
could not speak and in answer to the
question as to how many days they had
been in the dory he held up his frozen
hand and counted five.

Capt. McLaughlin took the utmost care
of the men #nd hastened to Shelburn in
the face of the gale.

The authorities took charge of the men,
who were unable to give any account of
themselves or vessel.

Over 20,000 Engaged in the Great
Branches of Industry.

Boston Herald.
There was a very large attendance last
etening of visitors at the Wednesday
evening lecture of the Women's Educa-
tional and Industrial Union, given by
Miss Katherine Coman of Wellesley
College. Mrs. Abby Morton Diaz pre-
‘sided,and there were interesting musical
numbers contributed by Miss Margeson,
with Miss Dore as accompanist. Miss
Coman read a very interesting paper,
which presented valuable statistics upon
the life of the working women of the city
whe number 38,881, according to the cen-
sus of 80. Of this number,2000 are engag-
ed in purely professional work and about
16,000 in domestic service leaving about
20,000 engaged in the great branches of
industry jtrade and Imanufactare. The
essayist addressed herself to four
queries: “What do .the working girls
earn?” “How much does it ‘cost them to
live?” “Can they }lay up anything for a
rainy,day?’ and “What are the circum-
stances in which they live and work?”
The javerage yearly income for the
Boston {working girl is $6:64 per week,
according "to the report of 1888. Even
New England thrift can hardly make
both ends meet, and one of these
working girls had only [ridden in a
horse car once in four years. Yet
the report of 1888 called out protests of
working women’s orzanizations as giving
a rose-colored view of a Boston working
girl’s wages. The report states that the
working conditions are fairly good and
above the average of other cities, but the
girls complain bitterly of overcrowding.
bad ventilation, bad drainage, basement
rooms, attic rooms, and of immoral sur-
roundings. The report upon living con-
ditions does nbt show even so good a state
of affairs, for nearly one-third of the girls
are in lodging houses, They have tostrug-
gle against inadequate wages, irregular
employment and intense competition.
At present, in the clothing trade large
and well arranged workshops stand idle
while working people are crowded into
cheap, unhealthy shops. Skilled workers
cannot get work, and a cheaper grade of
clothing is put upon the market, A large
