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NEW BRUNSWICK HISTORY.

The history of New Brunswick is a
subject to which much less attention
has been given than it deserves. Our
provincial governments, one and all,have
been extremely negligent in collecting
and preserving those documents which
are necessary for the elucidation of the
history of this country. At the time of
confederation a vast body of official pa~
pers was sent to England, where they
will probably lie for another century,
until some enterprising premier orders
them to be copied for the purpose of
being preserved in our provincial archiv:
es. While the authorities at Ottawa are
collecting the materials for the history
of Canada, in great abundancc, we in
New, Brunswick are doing little or noth-
ing in the same line. We do not believe
that the library of parliament even con-
tains so much as a fair selection of the
books that have been published in the
province, and certainly any one who de-
sires to familiarize himself with the his-
tory of this country will require to seek
other gources for information than those
which our public archives can supply.
There is at present a call for the history
of the loyalists settlements in this prov-
ince, but the material for it does not
exist except in private collections. If
the government 20 or 30 years ago had
appropriated a small sum annually for
the purpose of purchasing old family
papers and documents, & very fine col-
lection might have been by this time
available for the purpose of the historian.:
As things stand at present there is no-
thing of the kind to be had, and any one
who desires to write the history of
this country from the beginning
of the loyalists settlements, not only
has to do the literary work involved in
this venture, but will require also to col-
lect the material as best he can. This
certainly is a very unfortunate state of
aftairs, and we do not see that it is like-
1y soon to be remedied. The Loyalist
society have succeded in getting together
& considerable mass of material relating
to the ancestry of their members but
beyond that their work does not extend.
The New Brunswick Historical
society has never had the
facilities for collecting or storingaway in
a safe place any considerable body
of manuscripts illustrating our early his-
tory. Such a work indeed can only be
done by the government, or by some
public authority which has facilities
for the perservation ofthe necessary
papers. We wish that Mr. Blair would
give his attention to the subject of our
provincial archives, with a view to their
collection and perservation. Such a work
would cost but little but the results
would be highly important.

MOBBING THE SALVATION ARMY.

England spends about $7,000,000, a
year in missionary enterprises abroad,
and yet a considerable part of her own
people appear to be but imperfectly im-
bued with the spirit of Christianity. Last
Sunday a mob of 6,000 persons, attacked
the Salvation Army at Eastbourne, a
watering place in Sussex, and treated
them almost as badly as the Jews did
the followers of Christ. As Eastbourne
has only about 25,000 inhabitants a very
considerable section of the
population  of  that watering
place must have been engaged in this
heathenish attack, on the unfortunate
salvationists. The methods of the Sal-
vation Army may not,perhaps,be worthy
of entire approval but certainly their ob-
ject is a good one, and they ought to be
protected from violence and outrage. It
would be well, we think, for the British
people to give more attention to home
missions and less to the conversion of
negroes, Indians and Chinese abroad. It
conveys a sad idea of the degraded and
brutal character of a British mob to
think that 6,000 people counld be found in
one small city to engage in such an
ountrage as that of Eastbourne.

A GREAT UNEXPLORED TERRITORY.

There is matter for reflection inthe
fact that the Dominion of Canada con-
tains an area ofabout 1,000,000 square
miles which as yet is unexplored and un-
gettled. This embraces only the vast
districts in the north and northwest, no
account being taken of the great wilder-
nesses in this province, Nova
Scotia and many of the unsettled dis-
tricts in Quebec and Ontario. Of course &
considerable portion of this territory
lies in the far north and is unfit for
agricultural purposes, but no man knows
how rich it may be in minerals and
timber, or how easily it'may be reached
by water or how readily it may be pen-
etrated by railways. A territory of1,000,-
000, square miles is equal to more than
thirty provinces the size of New
Brunswick and if its capabilities are
equal to the maintainance of half of our
present population per square mile, it
might be peopled by about 6,000,000 per-
sons. There is a field here for explor-
ation quite as interesting as any in the
world, and one which in the interests of
science, as well as in the monetary inter-
ests of the state should be traversed, to
some extent at least, by a party of sci-
entific  explorers, equipped and
fitted out in the main at the
expense of the Dominion, The var-
ions tracts which make up this area

lakes already mentioned and the western
shore of Hudson Bay ; an extent of 22,
000 square miles between Hudson Bay
and the Rivers Severn and Attawaphish-
kat ; an area of 15,000 square miles be-
tween Lakes Trout, Teul and Albany
River; and 35,000 square miles south
and east of James Bay. Finally, al-
most the whole of the interior of Labra-
dor, estimated at 289,000 square miles, is
unexplored country. How much of this
territory will be made productive, either
in minerals, timber, or for agricultural
purposes, it1s, of course, impossible to
form any estimate, but it is not unlikely
it contains an area four or five times as
large as this province which for agricul-
tural and stock raising purposes is in no
way inferior to the most highly
favored regions in the northwest.

THE BRITISH TORY PROGRAMME.

There ia likely to be a division in the
ranks of the British Tories, arising from

| the difference between the caucus and

the government, in regard to the treat-
ment of Ireland, and also from differ-
ences in regard to the trade policy of the
country. There is one party in England
which is desirous of coming to what may
be termed a fair trade arrangement with
the colonies, in regard to customs duties,
while the larger section of the Tory
party is wedded tofree trade. The Mar-
quis of Salisbury may be taken to be
the most prominent representative of
the latter views. As to the Irish ques

tion, that subject has already
been discussed in our columns.
It is clear'that in this matter if the gov-
ernment undertakes to pass a local gov-
ernment bill for Iréland, it will bave to
do it with the assistance of the Liberals
as was done when the Corn Laws were
abolished, because a large section of the
Tories are disposed to mutiny, and to re-
fuse to grant any fgrther concessions to
the Irish people in the way of local gov-
ernment.

NOTE ARD COMMENT.

The Sun announces that after tomor-
row it will appear as an eight page pap-
er, the size to be' the same as the Satur-
day edition, but with a different make
up. We congratulate our esteemed con-
temporary on this evidence of its pros-
perity. It is satisfactory to see that
the Conservative morning paperin St.
John has distanced its rival, the Tele-
graph, which a few years agoseemed to
be entirely unassailable.

The Czar seems to be anxious
to prove to the German em-
peror, that his friendly attitude
towards France, has no connection with
any design on his part to interfere with
the peace of Europe. It is to be hoped
that he is sincere in these protestations,
bat the recent activity in the movement
of troops on the Russian frontier is not
by any means a sign of peace.

else to transact the business for her, or
advise her how to transactit. Quite the
contrary. She not only conducts the
business for herself and wholly upon
her own responsibility, but her transact-
ionsare on a large scale. She sells
horses by the carload if she can secure
what she thinks they are worth, and,
failing to do so, she will land her stock
and sell them out in lots of one, two or
three to suit the purchaser.

Besides being a fluent and agreeable
talker, Miss Wilkins has a thorough
knowledge of her business.- There are
few experts in this country who have a
quicker eye to detect nnsoundness, a
blemisb, or a faulty conformation, and,of
course, she is equally quick to discoyer
real merit in a good horse regardless of
defective condition or other causes
which might serve to conceal his real
merits from a superficial observer.

Miss Wilkins is associated with her
father and brothers in the proprietorship
of one of the finest horse and cattle
ranches in Idaho. They had left on the
range, after this season’s sale of animals
had been rounded out of the herds, 2,500
horses and about1,500 cattle. The horses
have none of the mustang, bropcho or
cayuse blood in them. They are
bred from American mares originally
from the older States and crossed
with  Clydesdale, Percheron and
trotting stallions, the latter being
of the Mambrino and Hamble-
tonian branches of the great Messen-
ger families, with a fair sprinkling of
Morgans among them, The father and
brother manage the ranch and Miss Kit-
ty attends to the shipping and sale of
the horges, To judge from the horses
Miss Wilkins has at the Southern sta-
bles here, the horses produced on this
Idaho ranch must be far above the ave-
rage of range horses. They stand chief-
ly between 15 and 16 hands 3 inches
in heigth and weigh from 900
to 1,200 pounds. They are shown
and sold in the rough, as not one of
them had ever tasted hay or grain till
the lot was rounded up for shipment.
They vary very considerably in confor-
mation and outline, the heavier ones
showing the draft-horse characteristics,
while the lighter show the outline and
style of the trotter all over. Miss Wil-
kins has been selling horses for the
ranch for six years, and during thattime
she has visited most of the Western
cities, where she has been very success-
ful in disposing of her horses at reason-
ably good prices.
