The annexation cry he classed as ab-
sturd, and he drew a great outburst of
applausé when he remarked that if the
worst came to the worst, Billy Bowser
could be trotted out and nothing would
be annexed.

Reeve Weart, of Burnaby, and George
Kennedy, president of the Westminster
Liberal assoclation, were others- who
made short speeches. Said Reeve
Weart: “If the farmers are going to
lose $2 a ton-on their hay, why God
help them, I might be able to get mine
for $25 then.”

Mr. Kennedy dealt with the great
changes that had come over the feel-
ings of  the Conservative statesmen
since the days when they strenuously
opposed the British preference. That
is what they now desired to save from
the effects of the American agreement.
His comparisons of their speeches
some years ago with these made in the
heat of the reciprocity debate were
highly amusing.
