
PLEUR OF WATER

MARKED INCREASE IN
VOLUME OF MILLSTREAM

Nine Million Gallons Dally Already 
Fkwlnfr Froa Watershed Under 

Investigation—The By-Law.

(From Saturday’s Daily.) 
rt’s not often that City Engineer 

Topp grows enthusiastic, but mention 
the Highland district to him now and 
he. will sound its praises as a source 
of water supply with unrestrained 
abandon. His unqualified support of 
the Miilstream proposal is the result
of a trjp made to that district on 
Thursday for the purpose of installing 
the new automatic guage, an instru­
ment for measuring the daily flow of 
water. When leaving he scarcely ex­
pected to be able to put the machine 
in position as Lavender swamp had 
first to overflow before the recently 
constructed weir would be reached. 
But he was agreeably 'Surprised to 
find that, although it only commenced 
to rain a^ew days ago, the water was 
pouring offt the weir, in torrents.

Making further investigation he 
found that the stream had already 
risen to such as extent that it is now 
on an average of ten feet wide. It 
was impossible at the swamp men­
tioned for him to wade any distance 
from .the shore without finding him­
self over his gum boot tops. Delighted 
with the indications Mr. Topp proceed­
ed to install the guage. With its assist­
ance he was able to arrive at a con­
servative estimate of the number of 
gallons daily which flow down Mill- 
stream thus early in the season. The 
figure he gives is 9,000,000 gallons.

When it is remembered that the Elk 
lake supply, according to Expert 
Adam’s report, amounts tb only 2,400,- 
000 gallons per day, the significance of 
this statement may be the more fully 
realized. But the amount mentioned 
cannot be taken as the full supply to 
be obtained from the Highland district 
watershed. ‘‘Why, the rainy season 
has scarcely commenced,” remarked 
Engineer Topp in conversation with a 
Times reporter. “We can hardly tell 
to what proportions the flow may at­
tain if it keeps on rising at the pres­
ent rate.” He went on to say, with 
a smile,, that the guages now in place 
would measure as high as 36,000,000 
gallons per day. If it went above that 
the question of the suitability of the 
source would be settled beyond doubt 
and the additional water would not 
have to be measured.

The suggestion has been made that 
it may be somewhat difficult to find 
storage sites for the immense volume 
of water which apparently comes from 
the Highland hills. This possibility 
was mentioned to Mr. Topp, who 
ridiculed it. There were any number 
of sites. In the first place there was 
Lavender swamp, the capacity of 
which could be increased at compara­
tively small expense and with little 
difficulty. t Then there were others 
higher up, in fact there were many 
valleys which could be converted into 
reservoirs with but little damming.

Everything considered Mr. Topp ap­
pears to think that the Highland dis­
trict proposal is a good one, thorough­
ly practicable in every respect. He 
even compared it to that of the Es­
quimau Waterwarks Company at 
Goldstream. It would not be impos­
sible, he affirmed, to use some of the 
water for power purposes, the same as 
was done by the concern mentioned. 
To do so would involve very little ad­
ditional outlay. The same water could 
be utilized afterwards, and it would 
in no way be contaminated through 
being temporarily diverted for other 
use. In short as it seemed evident
that there was plenty of the necessary 
available, the Highland district scheme 
offered everything needed for the in­
stallation of a modern water system.

Readers of the Times, doubtless, will 
note that the by-law for the borrow­
ing of $300,000 for the improvement of 
the present system will be laid before 
the ratepayers on the 1st of November, 
that decision having been reached last 
night. There promise to be some heat­
ed debates upon the Mayor’s scheme, if 
it may be so termed, before it reaches 
the citizens. The aldermen, particu­
larly members of the water commit­
tee, will take a strong stand against 
it. Their arguments are that the 24- 
inch main will not increase the pres­
sure by gravity to any extent, and that 
it will be just as necessary to keep 
the pumps in operation after the in­
stallation of the new main as it is at 
present. They claim also that the 
filter beds will be unable to purify the 
additional flow of water from the lake. 
To substantiate this they point out 
that the total quantity of water that 
may pass through the filters in 24 hours 
is 3,314,400 gallons. During the sum-

Fell in speaking to 
the motion for the second reading of 
the by-law said that he knew that it 
was being very strongly criticized. But 
he never intended that the by-law 
should be passed in the shape in which 
it had been presented. There were 
clauses in it with which he did not 
agree, and he proposed that they 
should be struck out. They had been 
inserted simply for the purpose of dis­
cussion. Some of these objectionable 
clauses he would mention. The aider- 
man pointed out that at present there 
were no regulations by which the 
ealoon business might be kept in check.

on. Without som esuch by-law the 
saloon keeper does not know what he is 
up against.

Aid. Fell then mentioned a number 
of the salient features of the by-law. 
It contained a provision he said for ap­
plications, which placed this matter in 
a clear shape. At present he stated 
there were no forms, And experience 
has shown that mistakes were often 
made which proved expensive. It was 
often necessary to engage a lawyer to 
make out the required application. He 
■proposed to take out o fthe by-law all 
reference to the doubling of licenses, 
also to the windows without blinds, in 
which connection, he said, that the law 
could be obviated by simply installing 
stained glass; to the keeping of a light 
over the door, side entrances, etc. He 
also proposed to have inserted that no 
license shall be granted to women un­
less it came to them through the death 
cf her husband or relatives. One li­
cense one person was an important 
clause. It was a good principle and 
prevented monopoly.

As to the rights of persons to com­
plain. this was a matter over which 
there had been a great deal of trouble. 
Aid Fell said that there were a large 
number of men in the liquor business 
in the city who were reputable citizens 
and at present when one license holder 
gets into difficulty the odium falls on 
ail. This was a matter that needed 
femedying. The question of closing 
vas also an important one. Aid. Fell 
!" illustrating this referred to the diffi­
culty which a policeman had now at 
times in looking after rough characters 
seen on the street in early_ morning. A 
policeman might stop one of these 
characters and ask where he was going 
In the morning and the reply might 
be from some one’s saloon to another 
man's saloon. If no saloons were open 
at this hour then this man would have 
to make sopie moi% satisfactory ex­
planation of his wanderings at that 
hour.

There being no communications be­
fore last evening’s meeting, the coun­
cil proceeded at once to the considera­
tion of the by-law providing for an 
expenditure of $17,000. On motion of 
Aid. Stewart it was read a first and 
second time, and considered in com­
mittee. The amount required to be set 
aside annually out of the water rates 
as charges to pay the interest upon 
the debt and to repay the principal by 
sinking fund within ten years is $2,095. 
The water charges for the last year 
were $72,000, and at present there are 
no encumbrances upon these. The de­
bentures upon which it is proposed to 
raise the money will be dated October 
23rd and will be payable in ten years. 
They will bear interest at the rate of 
4 per cent, per annum. The by-law

The committee reported the by-law 
complete, and it thereupon went 
through Its third reading and was 
finally passed.

After considering this by-law, the 
council look up the by-law for the 
raising of $300,000.

Aid. Hall moved that the sum of 
$32,000 mentioned in the by-law as con­
tingencies be put down for meters.

Aid. Tates thought that no such sum 
was contemplated for meters in par­
ticular.

His Worship, as one who was re­
sponsible for the by-law, thought that 
it was the intention of the council to 
let the by-law go through pretty much 
as it is. He did not think that the 
matter of meters was proposed at all. 
The allowance for contingencies was 
calculated for restrictive measures, 
such for instance as the roofing to be 
done at the lake.

Aid. Hall said he was surprised to 
hear Aid. Tates state that the main 
might cost $40,000 more than was pro­
posed.

Aid. Tates, however, did not think 
that allowing for extras was a bad 
thing to be included in the by-law. He 
thought that the people would be more 
likely to look favorably on a by-law 
making a provision for these than one 
without.

Aid. Hall said that in the water com­
mittee’s by-law everything had been 
stipulated. He moved therefore that 
after the word “contingencies” the 
words “to include the installation of 
meters, if necessary,” be added.
.His Worship asked Aid. Hall what 

right the latter had to dictate what 
should be included in the by-law.

Aid. Hall—I think that is a rather 
foolish question. I have a right as a 
councilman to say what I like on any 
by-law.

His Worship—Well, if it is proposed 
to hack the by-law all to pieces I will 
have nothing to do with it.

Aid. Fell, objected to the castigations 
of the Mayor. His Worship's words 
swept the whole council. Every mem­
ber of the council would in part be 
responsible for the by-law if it passed. 
He thought the sooner the council got 
down to business the better. Every 
member had a right to discuss any 
feature of a by-law.

His Worship claimed that he had 
the right to expect the same courtesy 
that was shown the water committee’s 
by-law. His Worship repeated that if 
the by-law is hacked to pieces he 
would have nothing to do with it.

Aid. Hall—I object to those words.
At this juncture a little tilt took 

place between His Worship the Mayor 
and Aid. Fell. The latter wished His 
Worship to announce definitely whe­
ther the $38,000 allowed for contingen­
cies was to Include meters.

Aid. Vincent said if $38,000 was to 
be used for restrictive measures it 
must mean meters.

His Worship d5d not take this view, 
as there were other things than meters 
that' might come under the heading of 
contingencies.

Finally Aid. Hall’s motion was put 
to the meeting, but was lost, Aid. 
Stewart, Hall and Fell alone support­
ing it.

The seventh annual convention of 

the British Columbia branch of the 
International Sunday school Associa­
tion will be held on Wednesday and 
Thursday, the 7th and 8th of Novem­
ber, at Calvary Baptist church, in this 
city, Delegates are expected from al­
most all coast cities, and many interior 
points, and already preparations are 
being made for their accommodation 
and entertainment during the proceed­
ings.

Vancouver, Oct. 20.—Father Coccola, 
George, elected chief, and William, 
hereditary chief of the Babine Indians, 
arrived on the Camosun on their way 
to Ottawa to go into the fishery trouble 
with the government. They will seek 
food in recompense for that lost by the 
prohibition against barricades this sea­
son. They will also endeavor to reach 
a settlement on this vexed question.

Father Coccola, whose sympathies are 
with the Indians, holds that the taking 
away of the barricades deprives the 
Indians of the right they possess. They 
cannot, he says, get enough salmon in 
any other way. If the laws are to be 
enforced then the government should 
give the Indians arable land, stock and 
implements to enable them to make 
provisions for the winter in another 
way. AH the Indians in Kootenay who 
learned farming are doing well. The 
Babine Indians want to do the same.

Chief George, who was tried for in­
citing the tribesmen, says his people 
will learn farming. The chiefs have 
full authority from the tribes to act, 
having been delegated by the council. 
They left this morning for Ottawa with 
Father Coccola. They will in default 
of getting the right to use barricades, 
press for farming outfits.

QUADRA IS LANDING
CARGO AT FACHENA

Captain Hackett Expects to Discharge 

All Material Within Six
Days.

Steamer Tees, Ca.pt. Townsend, re­

turned from Atrousaht and way port» 
at 5 o'clock last evening with a good 
list of passengers. It was thought that 
the steamer would bring news of some 
of the sealers, but she reports that no; 
vessels of this fleet have yet reached 
this part of the coast from Behring 
Sea. This news Indicates that the 
schooners have remained In the north­
ern sea as long as possible in order to 
take every advantage of the hunting 
conditions there obtaining.

Among the passengers who arrived on 
the steamer was Copt. James Gaudin, 
the local agent-of marine and fisheries, 
who has been down to Pachena giving 
instructions with'regard to the con­
struction of a new lighthouse at that' 
point.

Considerable comment has been made 
on the advisability of commencing this 
work at this time of year, and It ha» 
been stated that the Quadra would 
have difficulty in landing the material 
which she took from the city for uee'tn 
building operations. Seen to-day Capt. 
Gaudin said: “We had bad Weather 
going down the coast. We arrived at 
Bamfleid on Saturday, arid the weather 
was very stormy until the morning of 
the 18th, when it moderated - and we 
started out, arriving at Pachena at .11 
o’clock. A landing was possible, amt. 
we were able to land the men and 
camping outfits. These latter were 
established, and In addition 10,000 feet 
of lumber was taken ashore. We re­
turned to Bamfleid that rrigjrt, and on 
Friday morning it was the intention; of 
Capt Hackett to resume work. The 
Quadra started for Pachena at day- > 
light. The weather yesterday on the 
%ay to, Victoria was propitious for the 
carrying cm of the work successfully, 
and Oapt. Hackett estimated that It 
would take six days in which to land 
all the material. Although some, de­
lays are expected through stress of 
weather it is intended to prosecute the 
work until it has been carried through 
to a successful end.”

The New Yacht Wfll Probably Salt Un­
der Colors of Some Canadian

Chicago, Oct. 20.—Sir Thomas Lipton 
will build a twenty-one foot racing 
yacht and enter the annual races of the 
Columbia Yacht Club next year for the 
trophy given by himself. He has long 
been urged to do so, and yesterday he 
made known his decision after a con­
ference with a committee from the 
yacht club.

After the meeting Sir Thomas dis­
cussed his plans for building the chal­
lenger. The boat will be made from a 
design of either Hope or Payne, two of 
the greatest designers in Great Britain. 
In all probability a fourth design has 
been selected. The boat will be con­
structed in Canada. It is possible the 
challenger will sail under the colors of 
some Canadian club.

Sir Thomas will come to Chicago to 
see the races sailed next year. “In 
fact,” said he, “I don’t know but I may 
sail my own boat in the race. I should 
like to try ttys fresh water sailing."

SAID AT CONFERENCE

a denial of the statement attributed to 
Premier Whitney that Premier Mc­

represent Hon. Mr. McBride, its Ot­
tawa correspondent was asked to as­
certain if the matter was open to 
doubt.

The reply is as follows:
“Premier Whitney’s statement in the 

conference was that Premier McBride 
was neither ‘frank nor candid.’

“A member of the conference being 
told to-day that Hon. Mr. Whitney 
denied the words, stated emphatically 
that he had employed them. Members 
of the conference during conference 
week freely quoted the remark as made 
by Hon. Mr. Whitney, and the Globe 
and other papers published the facts. 
The conference was private and Hon. 
Mr. Whitney possibly thinks he is safe 
in denying the statement, as members 
of the conference, while they know he 
did so, may not feel 'inclined to pub­
licly contradict him. It Is nevertheless 
a fact that the leading Conservative 
premier present denounced Hon. Mr. 
McBride in the words quoted, and all 
through the proceedings took strong 
grounds against him and eventually 
moved the resolution that drove Pre­
mier McBride out.”

the coast. At Hazelton he embarked 
on the Mount Royal, and proceeding to 
Wrangel journeyed up the Stikine 
river to Telegraph creek, and thence 
to Laird post, on the Laird river.

In an interview Mr. Thomson re­
ported that everywhere he went he 
met with the same optimistic spirit 
among the settlers. They were pros­
perous and looking forward to better 
times. Taking everything into con­
sideration, Mr. Thomson thought he 
was safe in predicting that the next 
few years would witness a most mark­
ed advancement in the agricultural, 
commercial and industrial conditions 
throughout the northern districts of 
this province.

Paris, Oct. 19.—At the cabinet meeting 
this morning Premier Sarrien officially in­
formed his colleagues that he had trans­
mitted his resignation to President Fai­
lures, whereupon the ministers resigned 
in a body.

The session lasted only twenty minutes 
after M. Sarrien had submitted the text 
of hie letter to M. Fallieree, and in which 
he stressed deep regret at the fact that 
the state of his health compelled him to 
retire and thereby raise new difficulties 
at a moment when the Republican party 
should be united and strong to meet the 
attacks being organized against it. For­
eign Minister liourgeres wrote a collec­
tive letter which all present signed, join­
ing their resignations to that of their 
chief.
