“In the dirgction of Changtu on May
20th, a fores of the enemy, consisting of
over a battalion of infantry a regiment
of cavdlry and two guns, made a detour
to the eastern heights at Santkoue, eight
miles east of Changtu, and. . from the
vicinity of a coal mine, ten miles east of
Changtu, at 11.30 o’clock in the morning.
commenced a bombardment.

“Subsequently another Russian force
with four guns appeared on the northern
height of Cinyangpao, and at 4 p. m. two
battalions of the enemy .advanced from
the eastern side of the enemy entered
Brhshihlipao, where they set fire to the
village and retreated.

“A body of the enemy’s cavalry, dis-
mounted. attacked Tangshed on the right
bank of the Liao, southwest of Fakumen,
on the morning of May 20th. After an
engagement lasting two hours, the enemy
retreated in disorder toward the south-
west, ahandoning 300 men killed and
wounded. '

“Except these collisions between small
forces, the situation otherwise is un-
changed.

New York, May 22%4Ths Weriy dorre-
spondent of the Times cabled ‘that he
hears from a well-informed Russian
source that the rendezvous of Admiral
Rojestvensky is an island in Balintang
Lhannel, probably Babuyan ‘Claro. This
island is north of Luzon. A Russian coal-
ing fleet, consisting of 27 colliers and
three other ships, supposed to be carry-
ing ammunition, with sailing orders from:
Hamburg, received instructions at Singa-
pore that the island in Balintang channel
would merely be a point of rendezvous
where the coaling fleet might receive
further instructions from Rojestvensky.

As to the particular harbor or bay
where Rojestvens il coal, it
will in all probability somewhere _on
the coast of the Islandé# Luzon, thal is
to say'in‘Ameérican ‘waters,

JAPANESE STATESMEN
ON INTERVENTION.

Tokio, April 27.—Count Okuma, form-
er premier and minister of foreign af-
fairs, in a recent interview on the ques-
tion of intervention, said that a great
change in the lines of diplomacy of dif-
ferent powers being a natural outcome of

a : dispatch,

the present war, it was difficult to m_ﬂke
a prophecy. Increasingly closer relations
between England and France was al-
ready one of the very eignificant phen-
.omena resulting from the 'war. The
Count declared that Germany could have
no other feeling than satisfaction at find-
ing her northern rival becoming gradual-
ly weakened by the war, and would
recognize the foolishness of antagonizing
Japanese if Germany could maintain
and develop her interests in.the Far
East. Okuma saw

No Occasion For Intervention

unless a European conference .could be
formed, and he could not understand
who would take the initiative so long as
Germany did not suffer by the war. Ger-
many, he asserted, was reaping benefits
of various kinds, and would follow ‘the
policy of “get the best and as much as
possible.”

Count Kato, former minister of foreign
affairs and former minister to Great Bri-
tain, discussing the same question, said:
“I do not think there will arise any oc-
casion for intervention. I doubt if Rus-
sia has a fixed purpose, and aim either
to fight or to conclude peace. It seems
to me that the ultimate result ig left to
whatever the future may bring to Rus-
sia, and there seems to be no pre-ar-
ranged plan.

“Should Russia be determined to hold
Vifdivostock, it would be to her advan-
tagé to conclude peace before she loses
it. But she

Shows No Desire For Peace,

and her policy is devoid of any definite
plan, so there can be no occasion for a
third: power, to attempt intervention in
the near fucure. Ilven the loss of Viadi-
vostock might not prompt Russia to seek
peace. ~She would go on retreating inde-
finitely, hoping thereby to exhaust us.
We might take Harbin and go further
north, but Russia could continue her
policy of retreat thereby giving no occas-
ion for a third party to intervene.

CROWN PRINCE’S MARRIAGE

Will Take Place at Berlin on Tuesday,
< June 6th,

Berlin, May 20.—The entertainments
in celebration of the wedding of the
Crown Prince Frederick William and
the Duchess Cecilia- of Mecklenburg-
Schwerin” will last four days, beginning
Saturday, June 8rd, the day the bride
and her family arrive here from Schwer-
in and take up their residence in the
Bellevue palace.

The Emperor has commanded that the
entrance into the city, which will be the
only public celebration, shall be simple,
and if *possible beautiful. - The three-
quarters of a mile of Unter Den Linden
from the Brandenburg gate to the palace
where the Emperor and Empress will
await the Duchess Cecilia, will be hung
with 'garlands of roses. Artificial ones
naturally will be the only sort used, as
they will have to stand four days’ ex-
posure.

The chapel of the palace where the
wedding will take place only holds about
three hundred persons, but there will

The civil ceremony of the wedding on
Tuesday, June 6th, will be performed
by House Minister Von Wedel, and the
religious rite will be celebrated by Dr.

SCHOLARSHIP AWARDS."
Report of Commission Which Investi-
gated Anonymous Charges.

Toronto, May 20.—The commission of
inquiry appointed by the Senate of the
University of Toronto to investigate eer-
tain angonymous charges made against
President Loudon and Professor McLen-
nan, in connection with the scholarship
awards of 1900 and 1904, has presented
its report.

The commission acquits President
Loudon of the charges of bad faith and
incapacity made against him. It attri-
butes the lack of harmony and dissatis-
faction among the graduates to the wide
range of the president’s duties and the
multiplicity of detail attached to his
office.

Professor McLellan is cleared also of
the charges against him. The commis-
sion unanimously found that the 1900
award was irregular and ought not to
have been made.

The responsibility was laid on both
President Loudon and Professor Me-
Lennan for having treated on equal
terms candidates who had, and others
who had not, submitted a thesis in that
year. They found no fault with the 1904
awards.

RUSSIAN REFORMS.

Commission Will Recommend a Representa-
tive Assembly With Legislative
Powers.

St. Petersburg, May 20.—The Bouligan re-
seript commission has practically completed
its labors, and the Associated Press is in a
position to announce that' it will recom-
mend the establishment of a ‘representative
assembly with legislative powers.

The result will be published at the end of
May, after which it will be considered by
appointed representatives-of the various
classes and the project will then go to the
council of the Empire for further action.

The government decided against the pro-
posal to elect representati to review the
ground to be covered, as the Zemstvos and
Doumas are not sitting at this time of the
year. It was held that to await the elec-
tion of representatives simply to go over the
project-would involve too much delay.

W. W. B. Mclnnes is a native of On-
tario, having been. born in Dresden,
County of Kent, in 1871. He is the son
of the late Hon. T. R. McInnes, former-
ly Lieutenant-Governor of British Col-
umbia. Mr. McInnes graduated in arts
from Toronto University in 1889, and
afterwards entered upon the study of law
at Osgoode Hall, Toronto,

Coming to British Columbia he was
admited to the bar of the.provinge in
1893, and took up his residence at Na-
Having remarkable ability as an
orator hé wis ‘éarly attracted ‘to politics,
and at the geferal electiohS in 1896 was
elected 4 memberdof the House of Com-
mons.

His speech. in moving the address at
the opening of the House made for ‘him
a reputation as one of the' best political

speakers throughout the whole Domin-
ion. Mr. Mclnnes resigned his seat in
the House of Commons to enter the pro-
vincial legislature:— He has ever since
sat in the local House. During the
regime of Col. Prior he occupied the po-
sition of provincial secretary, resigning
his place before the final break up of
that administration. During his tenure
of office he showed remarkable aptitute
for the administration of affairs. His
conduet of the departments connected
with the office .wamy smch as to win for
him the esteem of his colleagues in the
government.

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STRIKE SPREADING.
More Teamsters Forced Into Struggle—
3 Thousands of Men May Be
Thrown Idle.

Chieaigo, May 22.—The spreading of
the teamsters’ strike began promptly to-
day, Thirty-six teamsters employed by
the Ritten Ross & Embree Company,
lumber dealers, and four by the Edward
Hines Lumber Company, were the first
to be forced into the struggle.

Through the threatened spread of the
strike to all lumber dealers, every branch
of the building industry in Chicago was
to-day apparently “facing paralysis.
There are only 800 teamsters employed
by lumber firms, but so close are the re-
lations between them and several other
unions of the men engaged in hauling
building material, that the walk-out of
plumber teamsters, it is said, would
doubtless lead to a strike in nearly every
department of the business industry.
Directly dependent wupon the building
material teamsters, it was estimated to-
day, hung the employment of one hun-
dred thousand men—mill yard, factory
and construction workers.

The same programme was seemingly in
store for the stoneworkers and industries
dependent upon them. The planing mills,
the sash and door factories, the box fac-
tories and kindred plants would also face
soon a shortage of lumber supplies,
which would necessitate the closing down
of the different mills and factories.

ACCUSED OF MURDER.

Thirteen-Year-Old Girl Is Charged With
Throwing a Baby Down an
Embankment.

Toronto, May 22.—Little Harry Mur-
ray, a nine months old baby, stolen with
its go-cart from a lane between Eaton
and Gough's stores, Queen street, on
Friday afternoon, was murdered, and
Josephine Carr, 13 years old, 'who was
responsible for the child’s death, is under
arrest.

She confessed to the police that she
took the baby and go-cart and proceeded
towards her home on a car. When she
got to the embankment beside the rail-
way tracks, which run along between
Leslin street and Greenwood avenue, in
the northern limits of the eity, she said
she was afraid her father would be mad,
so she took the baby and threw it over
an embankment (88 feet high). She then
ran down the embankment herself, un-
dressed the baby and concealed the
clothes, which were found by the police
vestenday afternoon about a quarter of
a mile away.

A charge of murder has been preferred
against the girl.

It is said that Josephine Carr had been
in the habit of stealing go-carts, and fail-
ing to find one empty stole the one con-
taining little Harry Murray.

Ottawa, May 22.—An order-in-council
has been passed appointing Hon. Chas.
S. Hyman minister of public works, in
place of the late Hon. J. Sutherland. The
onder has-been sent to. Earl Grey at To-
ronto for his approval. Mr. Hyman left
last-night for London. He will be sworn
in in Toronto by the Governor-General.
The writ for the election will be issued
at once, and while the fight will be keenly
contested, Mr. Hyman’s return by a
large majority is assured. The contest
in North Oxford will come off on the
same day.

INSPECTION OF STOCK.

Veterinary Director-General Returng
East—Quarantine Station at
Outer Whart,

Dr. J. G. Rutherford, of Ottawa
veterinary director-general for the 1)01
minion, has left for the East after vis-
iting the coast. He came West as far
as Calgary with Col. Bridge and Major
Drage, of the remount department of
the Imperial army, and was much inter-
ested in the object of their visit. While
those two gentlemen came on to the
coast, Dr. Rutherford went
Spokane and Seattle.

Improvements in the inspection ang
quarantine of animals from the United
States wil be made in British Columbia,
and the visit of the veterinary director-
general to the coast was in respect to
these.

Dr. Rutherford’s trip to Spokane ang
Seattle was made to consult with the
state veterinaries of Washington, ang
ask that greater care be exercised in the
inspection of horses and cattle.

It is the imtention of the department
to construct quarantine corrals along the
southern bordér of British Columbia, the
locations being at Gateway, Nelson,
Grand Forks and Midway. In connee-
tion there will be dipping vats, “squeez-
ers,” and all the adequate facilities for
the proper inspeetion of the large num-
ber of animals which are in transit to
Alberta from the United States via the
Crow’s Nest Pass railway.

At Vancouver a large quarantine sta-
tion will be erected ss soon as the site
of the new stockyards is decided upon.
Detention corrals will be built at Doug-
ias and Sumas, and a quarantine station
on the outer wharf at Victoria. Animals
will be inspected at these points, and if
founq affected will be returned to the
United States.
