In "view of the City of St John
turning agsinst the Laurier Govern-
ment in the by-election of 16th inst.
and claims made by Conservatives that
the Liberals have been. lesing by-
elections as a rule since the general
elections, a Blissfield cerrespondent
asks the ADVANCE what the facts are.

In reply we have to say that
there have been forty elections for
seats vaeated since the last general
election. Oat of these the Liberals

carried thirty-two and the Conserva- [

tives, eight. Of the eight three of
them changed from the Liberal to the
Conservative side, viz.—Laval, Nerth
Grey and St. John; en the other hand
the Liberals gained six, viz—Weat
Daorham, West * York, North Outario
—all in Ontario—Queens East, P.E.L,
Lisgar, Man.,, and Vietoria, B. C.
Since the general election, therefore,
the Liberals have made a net gain of
three seats.

A by-election is pending in Guys-
boro. That county will, of course, go
Liberal.

In Favor ofN. B Pulp Makers.

A decision - of the United States
Board of General Appruisers in New
York under the terms of which New
Brunswiok chemieal pulpmakers have
made a distinetive gain is the subdject
of an article in a Bangor paper, the
principal part of whish we republish,
The U. 8. duty en unbleached chewi-
cal pulp is $3 33 .per ton, but the
gentlemen who eompose what is
known as the Treasury Board of
the government of that country and
who are possessed of the notivn com-
mon to almoest every official of the
Uaited States, that acts of the Domin-
ion Parliament, acts of the provincial
legislatures, Dominion and provincial
orders in council and even muaicipal
by-laws are all “Canadian laws,” failed
to distinguish between a provincial
export duty enactment and s Demin-
ion statute, with the result that eur
Dominien Pulp Company’s export of
its product to peints in the United
States was improperly taxed some
thirty-six cents a ton customs duty for
every ton itsent into that comntry.
Now, when the general appraisers have
learned that New Brunswick does not
levy an export daty on pulp logs—and
they might learn by a little enquiry
that it has no power to do se—they
have determined, thanks to the Mira-
michi Dominion Pulp concern’s putting
up a fight against an ignorantly exacted
imposition on their exporss to the
States, to pay back the money they
wrengfully collected.

The decision in the matter ought to
add to the boom which is in store for
New Brunswick chemical pulp manu-
facturers.

Idle Threats.

The St. John Sun and Star are in a
very belligerent humor over the elestion
that is to be held in that city to fill
the vacancy caused by Hon. Mr.
McKeown's resignation. They are,
metaphorically, railing their coat-tails
and daring the Local Government to
bring the election en, and they iuti-
mate that the Government candidate,
whoever he may be, will be made to
smell brimstone.

We do not know what the Govern-
ment’s disposition in the matter may
be, but while it, no doubt, appreciates
any support which St. John may give
it, the fact that the affuirs of the
Province bave been administered suc-
ceasfully in times past with the whele
representation of the city of St. Jobn
in opposition, suggests the idea that
even should the eandidate to be elected
in Mr. McKeown’s place be an opposi-
tionist, the Government will still con-
tinue to exist and to mumg& provincial
sffairs with the prudence, economy and
efficiency which have characterised its
rule in the past.

St. Jobn’s claims upon the exchequer
of the Province and its demands upon
the time and attention of the Legisla-
ture have never been characterised by
a superabundance of modesty or ander-

Oldest Legislator in the World

A most unusual event was ocelebrated
in Frederieton lasest week. 1t was the
handredth anniversary of the birth of
Hon. David Wark a member of the
Senste of Canada for the Prevince of
New Brunswick, sod whe -has been in
aetive political life sinee the year 1842
when he entered the legislature of the
provimce as a representative of Kent.
Mr. Wark is an Irishman by birth. He
was born near Londonderry Febh. 19,
1804, came to this province in [825, re-
maining fer a yearim 8t. John, went to
the Bend, new Monoten, in 1826, te
Richibacto in 1830, becime a srader in
1836, member of the assembly in 1842,
member of the lagislative eouncil in
1851. He waea member of the late Sir
Leonard Tilley’s government from 1858
to 1862 and for a short time in 1867 was
receiver genarsl. He remeved to Fred
ericton soon after his appe‘ntment to the
Senate in July 1867. He hasnever miss-
ed a session ef the la‘ter body, and
althongh he declined the offer lass year
of aprivate car to cenvey him te the
Dowinion cap'tal when parliament met,
we understand thad as the solicitation of
Heo. Mr. Emmerson, Minister of Rail-
ways, he will this year avail himself of
thas gentleman’s offer of his official car
for that purpose.

An Important Decisien.

NEW BRUNSWICK PULP. CASE RESULTS IN
FAVOR OF THE DOMINION PULP COM-
PANY OF MIRAMICHI.

The Bangor Commékoial says : —

“An important decillion of unusual in-
terest here has been Handed down.by .the
board of general appraisers in New York,
relative Lo the duty bn chemical pulp
imported from the Province of New
Brunewick,. The duty on unblesched
chemical pulp is one-sixth of one per cent,
per pound. In addition to this there has
heen « duty of 25 cents per 1,400 pounds
on the theory that &h export duty of a
1 ke amount was levied by New B uos-
wick on chemics! pulp sent to this cvun-
try.

*‘The Ameriesn tarlff aot provides for an
sdditional duty om all chemical pulp
imported into this oountry from s for-
eign oountry or depshdency of the Unit.
ed States, where th# country exporting.
chirges an export ddty, the amount of
the additional duty te be levied to be the
same ameunt an’ the export duty of he
foreign country, whish i1n the oare of
Ounada wes construned by the Treasury
department to be 23 eents on 1,400 pounds
of ehemical pulp.

“The low water of the past few months
in Maine snd New E igland states has
been the canse of a large amount of
chemical pulp being impor e1 from
Cunada. Ou all of this there has been
levied the import duty of one-sixth of one
eent per pound and the aditiensl duty of
26 cenmts per 1,400 pounrs of the pulp,

“The principal provines from’ which thre
imported pulp coming into this state has
been sent is that of New Brurswick.
The Dominien Pulp Ou., a8 Naw Brons.
wick corporation, made s protest against
the assessment of the duty by the collec-
tor of the po t of Banger, and teok the
matter before the genersl appraisers im
New York for their degision, which has
jus® been handed down,

*‘The finding of the general appraisers is
that the assessment is wrung and they
ordered the remission of the extra duties
asseseed on the ground that there was no
export duty on unbleached chemical pulp
exported frem that provicee.

¢In September, 1902, the T:easury de-
partment of the Uuited States notified
all collectors that an expoit duty of 25
cents per 1,400 psunds oa unbleached
chemical pulp was charged by Canads,
and instructed them to levy a like
amount an all importations from that
country in addition to the fixed duty of
one-gixth of one cent per pound on the
article. At the customs office in Bingor
the cullecior was obliged to ge back for
sowe distance and cullect the extra tax on
{ importations that had been inade through
this pert. Since that time, asting under
the iastructions of the department, the
extra levy has been made up to the time
when the decision of the general apprais-

ors wus made.

sod in the making of fertilizers, The firm
white flesh of the dogfish commended itself |
to the writer many years sge, snd he found
it more palatable theas msoy other bhighly
esteemed edjble fishes, whether broiled or
friei; snd ss s chowder fish the fresh degfish
has vo superfor. A peealisr quality of the
dogfish is the fact that it may be cured sod
pat by as food for the lower apimsls with-
out the use of salt. Tbere msy be, st the
present time,some way of doing this which
is an improvement oo that of nearly s hslf
sentary sgo, bat in those days she fishermen
slong the cosst of Nova Scotis used to eut
the heads frem sod draw the fish, then
split them olean throvgh from hesd to tsil,
lesving the two separated sides attached by
s small portion of the flash snd skis st the
tail. The fish were theo washed asmnd hung
close together over poles from one inch to
thres inches in dismeter to be weather.dried.
These diyiog poles were placed horiz ntslly,
from five to six feet sbove the greund snd
supported by other poles placed uprightly
uoder them. |The wind and sun did the rest,

When dried the fish were generally piled
away in 8 dry place for use in feeding dogs,
eattle, sheop otc. during the winter.
