Fredericton. N. B.. April 24—The 
Marysville cotton mill re-opened yes­
terday after having been closed down 
for about two weeks. Work at the 
mill during this time had been sus­
pended on account of repairs that 
were being made to the engines, and 
when work was resumed yesterday 
they were in a greatly improved con­
dition. owing to the new valves and 
valve gears that have been attached 
to them during the time that the mill 
was closed down. Both the cylinders 
have been bored, as well as the ports, 
and with the improvements mentioned 
above the efficiency of the engines 
has been greatly increased. In fact it 

stated by the management today 
that they were now just as good as 
new, and are capable of 1700 h. p. al­
though their nominal h. p. is 1.000.

During the closing down of the mill 
new sanitary arrangements were also 
installed, which place the big mill in 
the front rank as regards this feature. 
The weave room is also being touched 
up, and when finished will furnish a 
very neat and cleanly appearance with 
its finishing of white enamel.
