Ottawa, Oct. 15.—President Wil-
son’s reply to German overtures fis
regarded here as entirely satisfactory.
Some anxiety had arisen whether: the
exchange of notes might not mean pro-
tracted corresponderice with probabis
loss to the Allies of much of the ad-
vantages they have gajned in the
field. The reply is regarded as ef-
fectually disposing of any such likeli-
hood.

In the words of Sir George Foster
acting premier, “the real issue appears
indefinite clenrness. Hereafter, the
great contest goes straight forward
until the Kaiser and his clique dis-
appear as a factor in German nation-
ality and their wicked and menac-
ing influence is eliminated from the
councils of the nations.”

What Sir George Said

The text of Sir George Foster's
statement follows:

“The President’s answer to the note
of the German chancellor of date
October 8, acquiesced in as it un-
doubtedly will be by the other Allied
nations, dispose effectually of any
hope that may have been entertained
by the Central Powers that they
would be allowed to escape the right-
eous consequences of the four years
of unjust and barbarous warfare and
filendish and inhuman methods by
which they have exploited the weak-
ness of those whom they have for the
moment overpowered. It also yelieves
entirely a tension which was clearly
observable during the short interim
lest in some way by tedious and un-
certain methods of diplomatic discus-
sion the full results of the sacrifices
already made by the Allies might be
delayed or diminished
