TRURO.

Truro, N. 8., Oct. 4—(Special)—Truro, is
having her share of political meetings, and
it would seem that an onslaught is being
made on the town early in the campaign.
Both parties have held meatings within a

couple of weeks, addressed by nominees and

the foremost members of the local and do-
minion parliaments.

Tonight the Libﬁg]ﬂ gave an opportun-
ity for the Hon. . Fielding 'to address
the people of the county. It was an-
nounced that besides Mr. Fielding, Hon.
Mr. Emmerson, minisber of railways, would
speak; and it was generally understood that
Hon. F. A. Laurence would give his answer
to the nominating convention which asked
him two weeks ago to contest this county.
Mr. Emmerson could mot reach Truro.

The hall was packed, 600 people being
present. Truro is largely a Conservative
town, and probably half the number came
from the country districts.

Mr. Laurence, in an hour’s strong speech,
accepted the nominatiom, and amid ap-
plause put himself ini the field, ‘he said, to
“get ‘there.”” He believed Canada super-
jor to the mnation south, and could not
imagine a fairer country on the face of the
globe. He went on to tell of her progress
under Liberal rule, and said her trade had
more than doubled in eight years, while
England’s had increased only 27} per cent.
and the United States 47 per cenit.

He went fully into figures of increase of
the general trade of the country. He
urged that the judgment at the polls of
the parties be on their past records aud
not lon their future promises.

In closing, he referred to an attack his
opponent, Mr. Gourley, had made on him,
claiming he was hunting a job, and offer-
ing to get him one with a pick and shovel
on the streets. He said if he had to de-
pend on. Gourley for the job, Gourley had
not influence enough to get it for him, and
if he had to depend on him for his pay he
‘would mever get it. i

Hon. Mr. Fielding said the elections were
brought on before the iterm expired by
the government following the example of
the almost universal custom of the mother
country. He pointed out wvarious condi-
tions in all parts of Canada, and claimed
the turmoil left throughouwt the land by
the Conservatives had been turned into
peace and prosperity by Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier, with his good judgment and sunmny
ways. He told of increased prosperity
through converting high taxes imposed by
the Comservatives imto low taxes, and
Conservative deficits into Liberal surpluses.

He did not deny continuing the mational
policy, but he had changed it. He boomed
Canada’s fine credit in financial markets,
and the Liberals’ able financing in not add-
ing one dollar to the public debt during
their rule.

Replying to the cry of 'the Conservatives
for adequate protection in tariff, he stated
the Liberals’ protection had increased trade
$30,000,000, and the Oonsgnva:tivs only $4,-
000,000. Messrs. Sifton and Mulock were
given great credit for the development of
the west and the good management of the
post office department respectively.

The balance of the address was given
up to threshing out the G. T. P. railway
scheme, and claiming that the government
had made a good and profitable bargain for
the country. He also’ touched upon -the

great development of the Intercolonial
which the Liberals had made. A
In closing, he stated that all the _public
moneys spent in Colchester’ duing Mr.
Giourley’s term were obtained through Mz.
Laurence, end the Liberal committee.-
That Gourley could get mothing, and he
advised sending a Liberal member to Ot-
tawa, as he could get the most for the
country. ; i g
The meeting was enthusiastic, and closed
with cheers for Messts, Fielding and Lai-
rence.
