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LUMBERMEN
NOT DISTURBED

From Maine Legislature
Agitation

FAR AWAY IF LIKELY AT ALL

Case of Retaliation for Local Efforts
Against Piers in River at Van
Buren--The Landowners of Maine
Against Proposed Repeal,

Lumbermen here are not agitated over
the Maine legislature’s action for repeal
of the Pike law which permits American
citizens to cut timber in the United States,
transport it to the province of New
Brunswick for manufacture and take ib
back free of duty. They do not regard
the repeal of the law as at all near if it
ever comes. e

“The St. Johm Lumber Co., which has
a mill at Vanburen (Me.), on the upper
St. John, wants the law repealed,” said &
local lumberman last night, “and they are
doing it in a spirit of spite. Mulmen at
the mouth of the river do not want piers
in the river at Van Buren, the company
named does and because local men are
agitating against the piérs the company
seeks the repeal of the Pike law.

“If repealed,” he said, “the St John
Lumber Company would have practically
control of the cut in Maine on the upper
St. John.. 1At present much of it comes to
8t. John and is manufactured in the Am-
erican-owned mills here, The repeal of
the law wopld affect the latter but not the
Canadian mills here, which saw only New
Brunswick lumber.

“At present the owners of timber lands
in Maine along the river leasa their timber
to millmen at a stnmpage rate. If the law
is repealed, The Telegraph’s informant
said, “the effect would be that the Ameri-
can millmen here would be out of the
competition for this timber and naturally
the St. Johm Lumber Cd. would be the
only market for the land cwners and the
company could cut the land owners’ sbump-
age rate practically as they wished. So
the land ovwners are stoutly opposed to
the law being repealed and ithey are an
influential body.” "

At last  year’s scssion of the New
Brnswick legislature there came up a
proposition to put into operation an ex:
port duty on logs cut on New Brunswick
crown lands and takne to Maine to be
sawm. It did not become law, however.

The lumberman who was spoken to last
evening saidy that if the Pike law is re-
pealed he believed New Brunswick Jumber-
meh would agitate to have this export
duty put on. “But we are mot worrying
over the repeal fo the Pike law, that’s
too far away.

AMERICAN PROBLEMS
- DISCUSSED BY U, 3
CONSUL FOSTER

Ottawa, March 19—(Special)—J. E. Fos-
ter, United States consul general, spoke
before the Canadian Club yesterday. His
address was on Some United States Prob-
lems and Policies.

He enied the assertion frequently made
that the United States was devoid of ideals
and o mere grabbing nation. It was said
that men of ability would not devote them-
selyes to public life, but to money making.
He pointed out President Roosevelt and
Secretary Hay as a fitting contradiction.

M. Foster said the United States spent
$271,000,000 & year on education in the pub-
lic schools. I

Three prcblems confronted the United
States at the present time. They were
the trists, municipal reform and transpor-
tation. The. policy of the United States
was to take over the trusts.

Mr. Foster paid a tribute to the influence
of Great Britain for good upon the world's
affairs, and spoke of the friendly relations
which existed between Britain, Canada and
the United States. :

NOVA SCOTIA VESSEL
WRECKED ; CREW WERE
SHVED BY MATIVES

The Atrata on a Honduras Reef;
Captain Watt Tells of Rough Ex-
perience.,

PR

After a long series of exciting misadven-
tures, ending with the oss of his vessel on
the coast of British Honduras, Capt. Watt,
of the topsail schooner Atrata, which sail-
gd for New ¥York in December, has at last
reéached thete, arriving there from New
Orleans as a passenger on the steamship
Proteus. :

It is neatly three months since the Atra-
ta eet out from Colon for New York. She
was full to her hatches with cocoanuts,
330,000 in all, and vaiued at $15,000. Cap-
tain Watt eald that he was eight days out
from port wiren ’'a West Indian hurricane
came by. Aftér it had passed a dismantled
hulk was bobbing over the seas, all masts
overside, the decks cumbered with rafile,
the deck house smashed in and all boats
gone.

The wreckage was cleared away and a
sigmal of distreas hoisted on the stump ‘of
the foremast. But the storm had drifted
the craft inter a deserted part of the Gulf
of Mexico, and as there seemed no hope
of a rescuer sighting them, the crew rig-
god a jury mast out of: the main gaff, the
only spar mast had_been saved from the
wreck, and, streiching awnings, improvis-
ed a sail.

The jury rig was barely sufficient to
give steerage way, and after six days of
drifting the wreck brought up on a reef
off thé Honduras coast.

It was night time when the vesscl
struck. When morning came some natives
came off in a boat, and in one of these
the captain and crew made their way to
Belize. The wreck was ‘sold to the Uni-
ted Fruit Company, after which the crew
took passage for New Orleans.

The Atrata was built in Liverpool (N.
