The Coming Session.

The second Parliament of Canada
will assemble to-morrow at.Otfawa. The
Government meet it with a very small
majority in comparison with their ma-
jorities at the close of the last session.
The material interests at stake are
vast, but the political issues to be dis-
cussed are unimportant. The Govern-
ment will be called on to show
that the affairs of the country have been
wisely and economically" administered,
and that the great public works that
have been begun have been located in
the best possible manner for the real
jnterests of Canada. We expect the
Government will be sble to show that
the country has been wisely and eco-
nomically governed, and that the pro-
jected public works. the most import-
ant of which are the Baie Vorte Ca-
nal and theCanada Pacific Railway,have
been planned in the most careful
manner.

The overtrading of last year, and
the financial stringency that resulted,
will doubtless be taken as a warning
against drawing too largely on the re-
venues of 1878 for current expenses.
We confidently look for reduced esti-
mates for militia, coast-guard marine,
and other services. The Treaty of
Washington and the pacifieation of
the North Wist, remder the keeping
of the militia a matter of much less
consequence than formerly. Instead
of & million and a half, a much small-
er sum might be voted. There are
other departments in which a consid-
erable . reduction might be made, and
we hope to find that Mr. Tilley’s esti-
mates will show a proposed reduction
of ordinary expenses of at least two
millions of dollars.

A Maritime Union.

Mr. Jones and Mr. Chandler seem
to be taking the lead in a movement for
securing a union of New Bruuswick,
Nova Scotia and Prince Edward Is-
land. It would, we believe, be a good
thing, and Moncton might possibly be
its capital. ~It is certain that the Legis-
lative and Executive expenses of the
United Provinces need not be
more than one third of those
jncurred now, and this saving
would be an important addition to the
fands at our disposal for useful purpos-
es. If the Federal principle is to be
maintained, and we presume it wiil he,
although we consider it a complicated
and expensive system of government
that should give place to a purely le-
gislative union, let us have no more
divisions than necessary. We must
wait until Prince Edward Island be-
comes willing to give up her isolation,
and, in the meantime, get New Bruns-
wick on a sound financial basis.

Tae TRIBUNE was in error when it
said its reporter had telegraphed that
Hon. Mr. Young charged Hon. Mr.
Jones with baving opposed making a
claim for Better Terms when they were
beth members of the Executive Coun-
cil. The reporter’s telegram was as
follows: “Hon. Mr. Young said he did
not know whether the Hon. member
(referring to Mr. Jones) was opposed to
Better Terms or to the Government, but
in the Government he opposed Better
Terms when I introduced it,” meaning
that when Mr. Jones was President of
the Councilhe had opposed Better . erms
when Hon. Mr. Young introduced it to
the Legislative Council.

A railroad company in Indiana lately
«played it upon” the tgwn of Mount Ver-
non in a way which it pains us to relate.
The town voted bonds to the road, to be
delivered “‘sosoon as track was laid inside
the town, and a locomotive placed there-
on.” A short track wag laid by the com-
pany, connection was made with another
road. an engine run upon the former, the
bonds were delivered and then the con-

nection was torn up. The town has now 9

nothing to show for its bonds but one en-
gine and about a hundred feet of track.
This, it would seem, was bad enough;
but the solitary locomotive was never
paid for by the company aforesaid, and
the manufacturers have empowered. the
marshal to devise means to replevin it.
Nothing now remalns to complete the de-
solation of Mount Vernon and the aggra-
vation of its tax-payers, but that the par-
ties from whom the rails for the one hun-
dred feet of track were purchased should
get an attachment on them and proceed
to take thei up.

A strange story of crime is told of a
Frenchman who has just been arrested
and brought to Paris. Alfred Eripe be-

gan his criminal carcer by committing
forgery while he was a clerk in the Pre-
fecture of the Seine. He fled, but was
sentenced to the hulks for ten years with
hard labor. He stole the certificates of
birth and baptism of an old school fellow
named Lemaitre, and enlisted in the Hus-
sar regiment. He deserted and the real
Lemaitre was arrested: For this crime
Eripe was sentenced to the hulks for
another ten years. He again managed to
elude justice, and became professor in a
school in the neighborhood of Paris. In
1863 he went to Loan and married with
the papers and under the name of Le-
maitre. His wife died, and in 1868 he
married again. Meantime: the real Le-
maitre got a place on the Eastern Rail-
way and met in Fismes the usurper of
his name, who was employed in a sugar-
ware factory. Lemaitre denounced him
and he was arrested.

How Many Husbands Can a Woman
Have at Once?

A few weeks ago there was published
an account of the suit of Mrs. Elizabeth
Spicer against George Spicer, in the
City Court at Brooklyn, in which the de-
fence suddenly produced Hugh P. Miller,
who married the plaintiff thirty years
ago in Bostonm, she subsequently de-
gerting him and marrying Jarret W. Bell,
and afterwards John Spicer, George's
brother, in whose estate she claimed
right of dower. The jury gave her a
verdict of $5,772.85, and the defendant's
counsel immediately moved for a new
trial. Judge McCue lately gave his deci-
sion denying the motion on the ground
that under the statutes Mrs. Spicer can
be entitled to an inchoate right of dower
in the estates of two husbands living at

the same time, she never having been
divorced from one of them. His Honor
goes on to show that he considers her
