A specis] religioue service was held in
St. Peter’s church, Goderich, on St
Patrick’s Day when au excollent snnl-
versary Aermon Was presched by Rev.
Father McGee, of St Augustine, Fol-
lowing ia & brief synopsle :

There is one day in each recurelng year
when sorrowful Ireland riees from her
mourning and weeps with joy—one day
when her children 1o every land eend up
thele bymns of pralse and thanks to
Heaven for all the blessings vouchsafed
thelr Mother Land—one day that bricgs
joy to_every Irleh roof snd gladness to
every Irish heart—and that day, need 1
ny, Is the feast of the illaetrious St
Patrick, the glorious apostle of our conn-
tey. The thought of this great ssint and
the blossings he brought our land excludes
to-day sll other suljects from oor minds.
We forget, as did our fathers, our griefs
and our mirerles, our poverty and our
chains, to devote ourselves excluslvely
and entlrely to honoring this glorlous
msn of God, to express our
gratitade to the Lord for the inestimable
blessings conferred upon us through His

reat salnt.  Until the fifth century of
the Christian era Ireland wae seated io the
derkness of pagsnism, In the universal
wreck of human pature the Irish became
fellow-sufferers with the rest of maokind,
and we may sptly apply to the first inhab
tant of Ireland the description St. Paul
glves of the pagsnlsm of heathen rations :
* They changed the glory of the incorrupt-
ible God into the likeness of the image of
a corruptible map, and of birde, and of
four footed beasts, and of creeping thinge.”
(Rom. 1, 23), Ausixteen years of sge Pat-
rick was carried a captive to Ireland, where,
we are told, he served a few years under
his psgsn master. In his Confeesions,”
he telis us himeelf thst he rose before the
dawn to pray io the enow and frost and
raln, Ooe hundred times s day, and as
often {* the night, be poured out his soul
to God in prayer. When relessed from
captivity aud in hls parent’s home
he resolved to devote himself to the
converslon of the Irlsh people. He
saw in spirit & man coming as if from
Ireland, bearing lnnumerable eplatles, one
of which bcgan with the words, * The
volece of the Lesh,” While repeating
these words, he eays : “ I imagined that I
heard in my mind the volce of those who
were near the wood of Focklad, which ls
pear the \Westetn Ses, and thus they ciled,
* \We pray thee, holy youtb, to come and
hencetorward walk among us.’” Nelther
the love of kindred nor the mourning of
friends, ncr the tears of hearts dear as life
could keep bim from bidding a long fare
well to all for his Master's sake.

Mr. Willlams {s an ardent home ruler,
and if there were more Irlshmen like him
Ireland would soon have ber own Parlia-
ment, acd be on the high road to prosper-
ity.

IFollowing 1s &
bilef summary of
THE LECTURE:

Mr. Willlams introduced his subject by
a brief review of the life and missionary
work of St. Patrick, his wonderful success
in converting the pagan Irlsh to Chris'ian.
ity, avd the rapid epreed of bis teachings
over Eogland and portions of the conti-
nent, which at that time were sunk in &
barbarlem far deeper than the paganism of
Ireland. The schools of Ireland, started
by St Patrick and greatly increased by
bis successors, flourlshed for nearly three
centuries after his death, and were with

out doubt the greatest institutions of
learning of that age ; and were the meoans
of spreadirg o liberal education and
enlightement, not only over Eogland and
S3otland, but extending fnto Gaul and
GGermany. Every province had fits great
school, each vielog with the other for
the pre eminence, but the two largest
were at Armagh and Lismore. In tbose
schools as macy as two, three, even
seven, thousend students were found at
one time. They came from many coun.
trles. A'fred of England sent young
men, and at lesst one king of England
was educated there. Nearly every
known language was heard as the stu
dents hailed each other as they trooped
in thousands to early matios, in the
langusge of the Gael, the Cymri, the
Pict, the Scot and the Frank, while all
could converse in the common language
of the scbooi—Latin, The classics of
Greece and of Italy and all the then
koown sociences were taught. The
schools ware absolutely free — free tui

tion, free books, or rather free parch.
meuts, for books had not then been in.
vented, and, in the case of foreigners,
free bed and board, Passing over ten
or eleven centuries, the picture given
was a deplorable change from the
former, lreland sunk in ignorance—
almost barbarism — trodden under the
heel of a despot and foreign Govern.
ment, and pressed down by those
notorious Penal Laws, which for utter
tyranny and  barbarity can not
be paralleled in the history of
the human race, By thiacode the Roman
Catholics were absolutely excluded from
the Parllament, from the magistracy,
from the corporations, from the bench,
and from the bar, They could not
vote at parllamentary electiors or at
vestries. They could not act as constables
or sheriffs, or jarymen, or serve in the
army or pavy or become sollcltors, or even
hold the positions of gamekeeper or watch
man, Schools were established to brirg
up thelr children as Protestants ; and if
they refused to avsil themselves of these
they were deliberately consigned to hope
Jess ignorance, belng excluded from the
Unlversity, and debarred, under crushing
penalties, from acting as schoolmasters, as
ushers, or as private tutors, or from send
Ing thelr children abrosd to obtain the
{nstruction they were refused at bome.
They could not buy land, or inherit or
recelve it as a gift from Protestants, or
hold life aonuities, or leases for more
than thirty-one years, or any lease on
such terms that the profits of the land
exceeded ope.third of the rent. If any
Oathollc bouseholder by bis industry so
increased his profits that they exceeded
this proportion, and did not immed!

ately make & corresponding increase
in his payments, any Protestant
who gave the information could
enter into possesslon of his farm. If
any Cathollc had secretly bought either
his old forfelted estate, or any other land,
any Protestant who informed againet him
might become the proprietor, The few
Oathollc landholders who remained were
deprived of the right which all other
classes postessed of bequeathing thelr
lands as they pleased.

of flames on the glaes dome of the roof.

Despite all «ffyrts to
extingalish the fire, the flames asprecd
rapidly and the bullding was roon all
ableza, The court house, lncluding the
municipsl chamber snd the city and
county cflises, was totally destroyed, A
heavy wind which was blowlng at
the time beflled the effect of the ficeman
and alded in the rapld progroes of the
flames. The Intense heat meitod the lead
on the roof, and the molten metal poured
to the ground in streame, further hinder-
iog the work of the fireman. Daurlog the
height of the fite the roof of the court
house suddenly fel! in with a crash and
the walls collapsed, to the imminent peril
of a large number of bystanders. Some
of the archives were saved, but many
documents, some of them datlog back for
centuries, weie destroyed. When the
flagstsff which surmounted the buliding
was burned away and the Unlon Jack fell
into the flames the onlookers sent up a
geeat cheer. The fire, it 1 thought, was
caused by a defec'ive flue, which Ignited
the woodwork of the roof. The trlal,
which was so rudely disturbed, will be re-
sumed at & later date.

Barrett, the eminent tragedian, awoke
with a cold, That night whean he
returned from the threatre symptoms of
pneumonia set in, and the New York
physician—Batrett was stopping at the
Windsor—sent to Boaton for Barrett’s
family physician, Dr, Oliver, But spite
of all eflorts the superb actor paased
away 10:456 on Friday pight, baviog
received the last Sucraments, at about
} p m. The immediate cause of his
death was “ heart failure.”

Barrett was born fn Pate. N, J.
1538, He early developed a tasie fur the
drama, and as a hoy honted the theatres,
to the distrees of his pareuts, His first
 engagement ” was as a ‘' supe,” in what
{s now the Theatre Comlque, Detrolt, re.
colving the munificent ealary of $2.50 a
week., He wae then about seventeen years
ofage. In lena than elght years after he
wae reclviog 150 a week ln Philadelphla.
His greatest 1mpersonation was a3
“ (Caslue.”

Of late yenrs Mr. Barrett’s earnings have
been enormoue, and he dled a very wealthy
man. He leaves a widow and three
daughters, the oldest of whom became
the Daroness von Roeder of Hanover.
