(Philadelphia Record.)
In every part of the civilized world the 

opportunities offered to self-supporting 
women have constantly increased, during 
the nineteenth century especially, until 
now there is an almost unlimited Held of 
occupation in which the girl or woman of 
the period need only choose that which 
is best suited to her taste and ability. 
This fact is particularly conspicuous in 
our own country, where she is as free and 
untrammeled in this respect as is her 
brother. The number of women bread­
winners, too, has grown with their oppor­
tunities, and has already assumed such 
proportions that some persons, with a 
peculiar talent for statistics, are busy 
figuring out how long it will be, at the 
present ratio of increase, before'the 
women who work will outnumber the 
men who work. With this, however, I 
do not propose to meddle. The riddle 
will solve itself if left to itself. But what 
I do want to point out is the necessity, in 
the face of existingcircumstances, for the 
sort of education, perhaps instruction 
would be abetter word, which fits women 
for a business life in which they can earn 
money. Education coming under the 
head of culture,''by which we understand 
accomplishments, is not to be considered 
here. The practical education which may 
be turned into golden dust upon occasi >n 
is the kind of education more in harmony 
with the progress of this intensely 
practical age.

The problem of female employment 
would not seem so difficult if parents 
uniformly treated their girls precisely as 
they treat ther bo>s. A boy is expected 
to earn his own living, and is expected 
to fit himself to earn it. The wealthiest 
men in this democratic country do not 
contemplate that their sons shall go 
through life destitute of an occupation. 
Many of the far-seeing ones make a 
study of the natural bent of their male 
progeny, and require a development of 
that peculiar talent while they are still 
boys. I knew a man of “rank and 
station” whose only son displayed a 
taste for mechanics. He was put in a 
machine shop before he had reached the 
age of 16, while his stock of book lore 
was yet very meagre, and worked ten 
hours a day under the same rules that 
governed other workers in the shop until 
he had mastered his trade and turned 
out his locomotive. He loved his work, 
and was proud of it. More than that, he 
stood on the verge of manhood with the 
consciousness that he was good for some­
thing, and with no nonsense in his head. 
Even in the royal families of the Old 
World certain professions and pursuits 
are assigned to different young princes ; 
and the princesses are in many cases 
subjected to severe practical training in 
all that pertains to the household.

“Why, in this age and generation, 
should not the same methods of teach­
ing be applied to both sexes? Everyone 
knows that the daughters of a family 
differ in their inclinations quite as much 
as do the sons. Why should not parents 
observe these little variations of talent, 
and bring up their daughters with the 
idea that these gifts are to be used in 
the future as a means of self-support, or 
even of acquiring wealth; for there is no 
reason why women in these days shall 
not make for themselves a competency 
even as men do. A very gifted and 
energetic woman says she does not see 
why women may not become millionaires 
by their own exertions as well as men. 
But she is an inventor, and, although 
yet a young woman, has the foundation 
of her million well le id. Every one does 
not possess the sort of brains that can as 
readily be turned into money. But every 
one may do much with their heaven-bom 
gifts if they will but use them, unless 
beset with untoward circumstances.

As to the business education of women, 
it is best that it should begin in childhood 
and it need in no wise interfere with 
their book-learning, or the training in 
these homely duties of sewing and cook­
ing that are very likely to some day or 
other fall to the lot of every woman in a 
greater or lesser degree. Let the girl 
learn these things by all means, but at 
the same time let her learn some other 
thing that is to be her occupation. The 
business of the father or mother should 
be utilized in the business education of 
the daughter. It devolves upon the 
father, whether he be a mechanic or a 
professional man, to teach his daughter

if they inherit any of his especial 
talent, and they are quite as apt to do so 
as his sons—his own calling. With this 
home training, and the idea well instilled 
that she is to do something, and as far as 
possible taught to do that something, the 
question of the business education of 
women would be to a great extent set­
tled.

Next to the home-training as a help 
to girls are the schools established for 
the purpose of developing muscles 
well as brains. The art schools which 
have in recent years sprung up all over 
the land are doing a good work. The 
kitchen gardens and various other indus­
trial schools are a wise provision to 
supply the needs of the coming woman. 
But there is still a wide field for enter­
prise in this line. In France there are 
agricultural schools for women, and they

are successful. At one a farm of 400 
acres is cultivated exclusively by female*. 
Why should not our agricultural colleges 
teach girl students all that is now taught 
to young men of the science and practice 
of agriculture ? There are a few note­
worthy examples of women farmers in 
this country who are making money. 
But who shall say that they would not 
have found their work easier and perhaps 
more profitable had they been fortified 
with a theoretical or practical knowledge 
of their, business at the outset ?

As to the need of girls fitting them­
selves for a business life there can be Ad ; 
doubt. On every hand is heard ceaoU 
plaints of the incompetence of women 
workers. Shorthand writing and type­
writing are now regarded as among the 
purely feminine employments. But how 
many are able to take dictation on the 
type-writer at the rate of sixty or seventy 
words a minute ? Some time ago a letter 
appeared in one of the New York news­
papers, written by a person who adver­
tised for a competent type-writer. Of 
the 200 applicants, all women, who each 
and every one claimed that they could 
write at the required rate of speed, not 
one was equal to thirty words a minute. 
And it is asserted by thane in a position 
to know that there are really less than 
half a dosen girls in New York who are 
experts at taking dictation on the type­
writer. This statement speaks for itself.

To the end, however, that women may 
become more helpful, let the home and 
the industrial school teach girls every 
occupation which women can follow for 
money—which means every occupation 
that exists, except a few from which 
women are excluded on account of lack 
of physical strength, and because they 
are women. Fhen cornea the real edu­
cation of business—Business itself. For 
all the theoretical training possible will 
not make a business man or woman 
without actual practice. But this will 
be easy if her brain and muscles have 
been properly trained, and if she con­
templated making use of them all her 
life before. Beyond and above all this 
she must educate herself to balieje that 
all work is honorable and worth doing 
well; that matrimony is not thé only 
harbor in which she may safely anchor, 
and that catching a husband is not the 
chief end of life. If to this sort of trilitt- 
ing she can add a well. balanced head, a 
stomach that will digest her dinner, and 
legs that she can get about with, she 
will have nothing to fear in the hand-to- 
hand battle for bread with male com­
petitors.

VANCOUVEÉI THAT WAS.

A City Whose Ortwin wmm mm IwMm mm 
It* DcoiraeOM.

The San Francisco Journal says of the 
town of Vancouver, B C, which was des­
troyed by five on June 13th: Six months 
ago there was no Vancouver and but a 
scattered population of some few hundred 
souls. That in so short a space of time 
the foundation of a great city has been 
laid which already possesses a population 
Of not less than 3,000, many of them 
transient, it is true, but those who go 
to-day are replaced by those who come 
to-morrow. That streets have been cut, 
sidewalks laid, and hundreds of buildings 
erected, among which are two churches, 
and a school is soon to follow. Vancouver 
is making ready to receive her gue^t; to 
greet with becoming welcome the herald 
which will soon proclaim that the Padiflo 
slope and the Atlantic coast have united 
themselves with another band of steel-* 
this time over British territory.

INCORPORATED COMPANIES.

The following companies have already 
been incorporated by act of parliament : 
One gas light, one electno light, one 
street car and two water companies. 
One of the latter proposes to briqg water 
from the Coquitlam river, fifteen miles 
distant, and the other from the Capilano 
river, which is directly opposite the city, 
on the other side of the inlet. It is 
proposed to lay the pipes under the 
water, across the narrows, a fact which 
the best engineers have pronounced 
perfectly feasible. Should the former 
scheme be carried out the main reser­
voir would be at a height of 350 feet, 
which would give a pressure of 150 
pounds to the squar • inoh.

BUILDINGS.

The Mclvean block, when finished, will 
consist of three two-story buildings hav­
ing a store on the first floor of each. 
Then there is the hotel now in course of 
construction by Messrs. Martin and 
Balfour ; it is a three story frame building 
capable of accommodating comfortably 
from 80 to 100 guests. 'The Ferguson 
block occupies a central position in the 
present business portion of the city, end 
is in all respects a creditable building, 
having five stores on the lower floor and 
with offices above. It was erected at a 
cost of upwards of fifteen thousand 
dollars.

A neat little Presbyterian church him 
just been completed.

Cost, |2,197; built at the site of the old 
structure, which was removed by the 
contractors. The bridge is formed of 16 
spans of 45 feet each, making a total 
length of 720 feet. The Weekly Herat* 
and North Pacific News, a clean and well- 
edited sheet, represent* the press in 
Vancouver. It waa started in its oa^eeir- 
at even date with the city by the 
proprietor, Mr. William Brown, who haa
