times whensoever and wheresoever Our Parliament may bo in Our said Dominioil con-
voked and holden ; and this you are in no wise to omit.

In Testimony Whereof, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent, and the
Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. Witness, Our Right Trusty and Well-
Beloved the Right Honorable JOHN, Baron LISOAR, of Liagar and Baiieborotugh,in the County of Cavan, Ireland, in the Peerage of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland, and a Baronet, one of our Most Honorable Privy Council,Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Honorable Order of the Bath, Kqight Grand Cross
of Our Most Distinguishod Order of Saint Uichad and Saint George, Governor
Genernil of Canada, and Governor and Commander-in-Chief of the Islanad of Prince
Edward.

this Twenty-fourth day of February, in the year of Our Lord, one thousand eight hundred
and seventy-one, and in the thirty-fourth year of Our Reign.
