Junetion of XXVII. -And whereas it may conduce to the interests of the said
the Company Bytown and Pembroke Rail-way Company hereafter to unite and
other. form a junction with any other Rail-way Company, Be it enacted

That it shall be lawful for the said Bytown and Pembi oke Rail-way 10
Company at any time hereafter to form such union and junction
upon such terms and conditions as may be agreed upon at a
Genèral Meeting ofthe Stockholders of the said Company specially
convoked for that purpose, by a majo:ity of such Stockholders,
and thereafter the Companies so united shall form one and the 15
same 'Company.

Ineonsistent XXVIII. And be it enacted, That all provisions of law incon-
P e°i sistent with this Act, are and shall be repealed from the passing

hereof.

Publie Act. XXIX. And be it enacted, That the Interpretation Act shall 20
apply to this Act, and that this Act shall be a Public Act.
