FARMERS' AUCTIONEERING 
COMPANY.

ANNUAL MEETING.
[BT TELEGRarH —OWN CORRESHJNDIirr.J

HaxiLTON, Sunday.
The annual meeting of the shareholders 

in the Farmers' Co-operative Auctioneer- 
ing Company was held yesterday. Mr.
Hawkins (who presided in the absence of 
the chairman), in moving the adoption of 
the report, said the paid-up capital lad 
increased during the year by £10.687. 
The indebtedness to the bank had bee, 
reduced bv £20,000, and the company WU 
practically that much better off. The 
reserves were growing steadily, and now 
amounted to «51.500. The expenses had 
been heavier than usual this year, partly 
owing to the strike ' and partg 
to other cause,. The net prom 
was practically the same as last 
year. If the business was to expand, 
fresh capital must be provided. It pa* 
perhaps, impossible for fanners to b, 
able to find the whole capital necessary 
to run a company of that kind, and h 
might he necessary to go onteide the farm 
ing community. The directors had under 
consideration the question of tuning pro 
ference shares. Of course, the sanctiol 
of the shareholders would be neoeuar) 
if they decided to do so, but in issuinf 
(Rich shares they should take every pod 
sible care that" the farmers' control of 
the company would not be jeopardised.

Mr. E. Goodwin urged a réduction h 
the commission to 24 per cent. This, ths 
chairman said, could not be done. Since 
the company had started, seven year# 
ago, the commission rate had been re­
duced 20 per cent., and they could not 
go further at nreunt.

Mr. Caldwell (a director) referred to 
the difficulty in getting increased capital 
to secure which they had to psy 8 per 
cent. If the farmers wanted the ratw 
reduced they would have to find the caps 
tal. His contention was that if they could 
arrange when money trottera are easier 
to get their capital on 64 or 6 i>er cent 
preference shares and take deposits, they 
might become one of the most auccessfti 
companies in the Dominion.

Mr. J. D. P. Morgan said the com­
pany was not as co-operative a, .it should 
be. * Benefit* in eurh a company should 
be in the ratio to liability, and the re­
bate* in commission should only be paid 
in proportion to the shires held.

The chairman said this had been .over­
looked in the first place, and would mes, 
an alteration in the articles of associstion. 
The only reduction in the commission 
would he hy an increased rebate, other 
wise the shsreholders would receive ne 
benefit over the non-shareholders.

The motion for the adoption of the re­
port was carried unanimously. Mr. W, 
G. Park was re-elected as a director un­
opposed. Messrs. English and Bruce were 
elected auditors after a ballot, and Mr. 
G. Edgecombe shareholders' scrutineer.

Sd. In addition to this, a number of re­
cent consumers of gas had an agreement 
with the company to he supplied at 6s 3d. 
and an endeavour is to be made to dis­
pute the additional charge of 3d per 
1000ft, which is about to be leried. The 
hoard agreed to more in the direction: 
suggested.

The Ratepayers’ Association farther 
asked to be supplied with a copy of the 
board’s balance-sheet, at least seven days 
before the annual meeting of ratepayers. 
This request was agreed to. The associa­
tion also suggested that additional polling 
places be provided at future Road Board 
elections. The board agreed to take the 
request into its favourable consideration.

A petition from residents in Coldspring* 
Road for a footpath was complied with, 
the arrangement being that the board will 
supply 14 loads of scoria if the residents 
will do the formation work. A petition 
from residents of Roberton Road for 
£50, to be spent on their rood and paths, 
was deferred until more urgent works 
have been attended to. It was resolved 
to form a footpath from St. George's 
Road to the Catholic Church.

Tee foreman of works reported haring 
reduced the wage of one employee to the 
lerel of others engaged in the same class 
of work, owing to the dissatisfaction of 
other workers. The chairman stated that 
one man (not the one referred to) regu­
larly did at least half as much again as 
others engaged in similar work. This man. 
he stated, has spread metal at the rate of 
24 load» per day. while the average worker 
was content with eight loads.

Mr. Rnssell introduced s number of im­
provement schemes, but the consideration 
of these was deferred, owing to the late­
ness of the hour.
