The Hyndman report dealing with the claims
of war veterans would be implemented in full ~-'so far

as financial conditions permitted', - and there was a
similar promise for pensions for the blind”.

" The Liberal Fert, he declared, ........ was submitting
an honest programme as laid down in the Liberal platform,
endorsed and supported by Liberals all over the country”.
" Mr. King further declared that if he returned to power
he would c¢call a conference of provincial premiers and
give them an opportunity of cooperating in the formulating

of policies that would be of immense benefit to the whole
country",
