The cost of the land is to be made a charge against the

interest money of each individual who shares in the distri

bution of lard and the collection of money due for the

lard is to be made at the ensuing spring payment of interest

money. Vouchers in duplicate covering the cost of the land

may be submitted in due course for payment. You should keep

careful list of the persons who receive lard and when

making distribution of interest money, you should check over

the same in order to be sure that you make collection of the

amount of money due.
