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his preparation for the ministry. They have since learned, with
much pleasure, that in the active duties of a thoroughly Missionary
sphere, at Blue Vale and neighbourhood, Mr. Day’s health has
much improved.

Two applications for admission were favourably received at the
re-opening of the College ; that of Mr. Thomas Sanderson, recom-
mended by the Church in Albion, and that of Mr. Richard T.
Thomas, to whom the First Church, Toronto, bore its testimony.
The former gentleman, however, in a few days after his admission,
was taken ill, and ere long informed the Board that he was profes-
sionally advised that he would be physically unequal to a life of
study, and therefore, reluctantly, sought permission to retire. Such
an application could not be declined. We trust, however, .hat the
Master has still a work for our brother to do, though in a private
gphere.
