be directed, as far as possible, to the formation of an intelligent, 
efficient, aud manly character, suited to the duties and responsi­
bilities of active life.

state of moral feeling. It is determined that no one shall conti­

nue in the Academy whose character and habits are found to 

exert an influence unfavourable to good morals or good order.

The government will be strictly parental. The Governor and 
Principal will reside in the same Building with the Students. Daily 

records of scholarship and conduct will be made with great care.

Parents and Guardians are earnestly advised that lads should be 

furnished very sparingly, if at all, with spending money. Money 

sufficient to meet incidental expenses may be lodged with the 

Governor and Chaplain of the Institution, or with some other 
responsible person.
