U. S. PREPARES
FOR GONFLICT
WITH MEXICO

Plans Perfected For Calling into Ser-
vice Two Hundred ’l‘housand
Yolunteers.

. MEXICO MAY BE INVADED

And the United States Has a Great
Armament Ready for- the
Confliet.

Washington, April 20.—Plans have
been perfected by the War Depart-
ment for calling inte service 200,000
volunteers to be used in. the event of
an invasion of Mexico.

Under the Act providing for the
temporary increases of the military
establishment of the United States in
tilhe of war, authorization will have
to be made from Congress before
volunteer troops were pressed into
service. President Wilson will ask
for an authorization as soon as he
fecle that the service of volunteers
is rneeded. They would ~enlist to
gerve two years, unless sooner dis-
charged.

Vera Cruz and Tampico will be
seized simultaneously, and four other

WOMAN CAUSE OF
SCHOLAR'S SUICIDE

New York, April 15.—In dingy
lodgings in Stamfogd, Connecticut,
| Mr. Harry Thurston Peck, America’s
most brilliant critic and essayist,
committee suicide by shooting him-
self.

He had been suffering from melan-
cholia since his dismissal from the
Chair of Latin Language and Litera-
ture at Columbia University in Oc-
tober, 1910, following the filing of
a X£10,000 breach of promise suit
Miss Esther Quinn.

The suit was ultimately with-
drawn, but not until Mr. Peck had
suffered endless humiliation from

' the publication of a series of fervid

love letters, most sentimental in
character, which had been addressed
to the lady whom he afterwards re-
fused to marry. Shortly before the
suit was filed Mr. Peck was divorced.
After the divorce he married Miss
Elizabeth H. Dubois.
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
