The United States training ship Yan-
tic, at present in Montreal, is under-
going alterations to enable her to pass
through the Oanadian canals on her
way to Detroit.

Tieut. McIntyre and twelve men of
the Northamptonshire Regiment, re-
ported missing after the recent British
reverse in the Maidan Valley, were all
killed fighting.
