When it comes lo the question ol
method I am not competent to write,
Common-sense, however, has not
wholly déserted me, and I am con
strained to say that we should have
the maximum of quality at the min
imum of cost. That is to say, econ
omical expenditure of road-mouey,
consistent with efficiency. Our earth
highways could be greatly improved.
The elimination of primitive methods
of road construction, and the adop
tion of modern methods may entail a
somewhat larger expenditure of money
but this will be more than off set by
