Parnell replying as follows : “ I regret my 
power of language is not sufficient to con­
vey my appreciation of the kindness and 
honor done me. It has always been a 
great pleasure to me to come to the United 
States. I could have wished that the cir­
cumstances attending our native land were 
of«s more happy and prospering character, 
but we must hope and believe that the 
time is approaching when we may be able 
to Speak of Ireland as other men speak of 
their own country, as really and truly 
among the nations of the earth.

We have been call 
ing on the Government for eight months 
to relieve the distress, but only within the 
last few days the English Government has 
agreed to admit that there is any distress, 
now that it is too well spread for almost 
any effectual remedy. Do those rulers in 
England appear to understand their re­
sponsibility ? We, who have been working 

great land question have not made 
any appeal to the Government for the re- 
lief of the destitution ; we cannot longer 
shut our eyes to the terrible peril ap­
proaching, and we think we ought to put 
the case before our own couutrymen, both 
at home and here in America ; we know 
our countrymen in America will do their 
duty, as they have iu eVtery clime, to their 
suffering brethren at home.
