In a moment they disappeared over a 
neighboring hill. Then there suddenly 
rosea mighty trampling of horses’ feet 
and they swept past again, so compact 
that I only saw a ball made of horses and

Splitting in two, one body swept to 
the right and another to the left, and 
agaii. they disappeared. Presently they 
charged each other in solid lines, and 
while the spectator waited breathlessly 
for the shock of collision, the files skil­
fully opened to the right and left, and 
the lines passed through the intervals 
without touching.

Now came the moment for displaying 
individual horsemanship. Some of the 
riders approached, each lying so close to 
his pony’s back that nothing but the 
horse could be seen.

Salt As a Fertilizer.

(Joseph Harris, in American Agricul­
turist. )

While nitrogen, phosphoric acid and 
potash are unquestionably the three in­
gredients of plant food most generally 
deficient in our soils, it is very certain 
that they are not the only substances 
that will increase the gro wth of our 
crops. Lime renders the nitrogen and 
potash of our soils more available; 
plaster makeg clover and eorn grow 
more luxuriantly, and I have seen a 
decided benefit ffcom an application of 
salt on mangel-wurzel, barley and 
wheat.

John Johnson, ‘the father of under 
draining,’ and ene of the most siiccess. 
ful farmers of his time, used salt on his 
winter wheat for many years. He sow­
ed about four bushels per acre broad­
cast on the land at the time of sowing 
the wheat in the fall. He once showed 
me a large field of wheat that was also 
sown with salt as above, excepting a 
narrow strip running across the field. 
The effect was most markedand bene­
ficial. The wheat on either side this 
unsalted strip was taller, the straw 
brighter and stiffer, arid'tno'Tieads bet­
ter filled. ‘Why did the salt do so much 
good?’ Frankly, I do not know. There 
are hundreds of instances where salt has 
had a decided effect; there are more in 
stances where its application has dono 
no good. All that we know at present 
is (hat salt is very beneficial on some 
■oils and for some crops. One of my 
neighbors who grows cabbage, onions, 
carrots, etc., on low, mucky, land de­
pends almost entirely on salt as a fertili­
ser. He frequently rai«es a fine crop < f 
late cabbage with Salt alone. On 
similar land of my own in the saine 
swamp I find superphosphate and a 
little^uitre of soda highly beneficial. 
So that it would.seem probably that 
salt developes plant food from the soil. 
And it is a question for consideration 
whether it is eheaper to furnish the 
phosphoric acid and nitrates in the form 
of manures oi rtilizers or whether we 
should use salt, lime or plaster to de­
velop them from thé soil. If a given 
amount of money in superphosphate 
and nitrate of soda will produce as large 
crops as the same amount of money cx- 
of couraei the*fertilisers ire tobe prefer­
red because they furnish the plant food . 
rather than develop it from the store of 
organic matter in the soil.
