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Western Opinion of Duties of

Mr. Joseph Bernier, M. L. A., Manitoba, Discusses 
the Drummond and Arthabaska Result—A 
French Canadian who Believes Laurier Got His 
Just Deserts—The Feeling That Deieated Mr. 
Perrault First Caused by the Liberals

(Winodpeig Telegram.)
Joseph Bernier, in Le Manitoba of 

November 10, make» gome interesting 
comments on the result of the elec­
tion in Drummond and Arthabaska:

“Tb* result of the election,” he 
Baye, ‘‘has been a cause of surprise 
for everyone and even for the victors. 
It could hardly be believed that Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier, the cold politician, 
who has been elevated above other 
mortal beings by a shrewd press, 
would be beaten by a crushing major­
ity in a Liberal stronghold, at home 
In the province of Quebec. The false 
god has seen one of his altars over­
turned by a terrible whirlwind, sure 
foreboding of -a storm which will 
Eoon carry away the roof of the tem­
ple and demolish the walla dotvn to 
their foundation. And after all, there 
Is nothing surprising in all this; his­
tory is full of such examples. The 
opportunist has been chpked by the 
crop that be has himself sown and 
cultivated with a Jealous care. Ho 
has obtained power by deception, * by 
Inflamed appeals to the race pre­
judices he cow falls under the blows 
of nat ional independence, crushed un­
der hie own past declarations.

"In 1896, when the old Conservative 
chief, Sir Chariee Tapper, Protestant 
and Englishman, notwithstanding the 
fact that he was abandoned by come 
of his most narrow-minded partisans, 
asked his co-citizens, independently 
of any religion or political opinions, 
to rally round the constitution of the 
country, to render justice to a per­
secuted ministry, Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
vas raising

The Cry of the French-Canadian

In the province of Quebec and at the 
same time was appealing to the feel­
ings of incensed Protestantism in 
the other provinces.

“A great Canadian and a great Bri­
tisher, Sir Charles Tupper was work­
ing for the development of the Cana­
dian nation, and at the same time 
was thinking of the greatness of the 
British Empire, Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
was using his talent t-o misrepresent 
facts, to raise the races one against 
the other, pretending at the same time 
to work for tb? appeasement of popu­
lar passions. He led the English 
population of Canada to believe that 
the treaties passed before them and 
before him, had no more force of law; 
he at the same time was leading his 
own compatriots on the road to Eng­
lish antipathy. He wished to pose 
as a great French patriot and at the 
same time he allied himself with tho 
defenders of the most narrow and less 
generous ideas in the English popu­
lation. His work tended towards the 
separation of two people destined, 
however, to live and work together to­
wards the same aim. The greatness 
of Canada.

“When history is written, it will 
truly be said that no man has been 
more nefarious to his oo-citizens, Eng­
lish and French Protestant and Catho­
lic, than has been Sir Wilfrid Laurier. 
Power and his own personal glory 
have been his own ambition. To ob­
tain that success, he has abandoned 
al great principles ; he has blown on 
all passions, amd he has shrewdly de­
ceived everybody.
The Day of Chastisement Has Come,
the people are opening their eyes, the 
population will come back to its quiet 
sense and the idol shall be shattered 
on the pavement of popular ven­
geance! We shall rejoice over the 
victory of Mr. Monk and Mr. Bou- 
rasea; everyone admires their talen-t, 
their eloquence* the independence of 
their character and their outspoken
words. But, --------- on the day after
their victory, let them permit humble 
and smaller to speak to them frank­
ly. You have today, gentlemen, a 
great part to play in the political his­
tory of your country; you have caused 
the defeat of Sir Wilfrid Laurier's 
naval policy in your province; the 
Immense majority of the Canadian 
population- thanks you and congratu­
lates you.

“We are in no need of a marine, 
unnecessary, childish and absolutely 
good for nothing, at the same time 
exceedingly costly. We have no need 
of a navy of old, small battleships, 
which could not even face one Dread­
nought. We have no need of small 
vessels which would only be as play­
things in the hands of our enemies In 
case there was a war; but. we must 
take care to keep out people within 
the proper bounds. It must not be 
forgotten that new questions are ac­
tually submitted to the study of the 
Canadian people; we have grown, it 
is true, we form an autonomous col­
ony, everybody admits it, but it is ex­
actly because we have grown, because 
we have become strong that we are 
not in the same state as we were 
fifty years ago.
We Are Face, to Face With Obliga­

te at. we have no more right to escape 
than our English co-citizens. The peo­
ple of the province of Quebec must 
not be led to believe that they will 
be the only ones to determine In tlie 
general policy of Canada. Our com­
patriots must not be educated In tihe 
Ideas that because they arc Frenclv 
Onnadlans they have not towards 
England the same- duty as Engllish- 
Canadlans. They must not be laced 
under the impression that all the 
interests of the Freneh-Canadians are 
along the shores of the St. Lawrence. 
The French-Canadian nation has, In 
On-tarlo and to the west of the Great 
Lakes, an importance that must not 
be lessened. It must not be forgot­
ten that besides our particular Inter­
ests as French-Canadlans, there is 
also the power of England, our suz­
erain, that must be safeguarded.

“Canada Is our country; we could 
have no other. In Canada we were 
born and in Canada we shall die. Can­
ada shall be the object of our love, 
our work and our aspirations ; but 
Canada also belongs to the British 
crown; our flag is the British flag; we 
a/re British citizens, and if wè wish 
to be worthy of the protection of the 
Union Jack we must be ready to de­

fend it at the cost of our life and our 
blood. We must be ready to prevent 
It from falling Into the hands of its 
enemy, be the enemy whoever power 
It may. Whatever we may do and 
whatever we may say, we shad not 
prevent the forces which are today 
fighting for the world’s power to at­
tack England If they believe the mo­
ment opportune to dismember the 
British Empire, Our own power, our, 
own 'country, our national life, de­
pends on the power of the British 
Empire in the world ; of course, it be­
hooves firstly the Englishman to de­
fend his isle and to defend his pos­
sessions, the Englishman of Eng­
land cannot throw on the shoulders 
of the colonials

All the Responsibility
in defe-mce of his rights; but, if the 
security of England, of the British 
Empire, in face of the armament and 
the preparations of other nations, 
claims the participations of other na­
tions, claims the participation of the 
colonies, spread in the whole world, 
we have only one thing to do, that 
is, to give England the help that It 
needs; it is, to show the world that 
she shall not be alone.

"This will be the best means to as­
sure peaoe and to humble the pre­
sumption of others. It would be dis­
loyal to think of the annexation to 
the United Statts, it would be dis­
loyal to think of the independence of 
Canada, it would be disloyal to faster 
a policy which would tend towards 
such an end. The only possible loyalty 
Is a more intimate union with Eng­
land, that union can be affected with­
out lessening our authority ; but, doing 
away with even all idea of loyalty and 
of duty towards the Mother Country 
and putting ourselves on the Inferior 
and more egotistical ground of our 
only Interest as Freneh-Canadians, 
our loss would be in annexation, in 
the independence of Canada. We form 
a powerful nationality; the progress 
of our people has been marvellous. We 
have ni fluence In America on account 
of our courage and our attachment to 
our tongue and our faith, but let us 
not be led astray by words and pre­
sumptuous thoughts.

“We are not strong enough and we 
are not numerous enough to form an 
Independent people. Our safeguard 
Is the power of the British Empire, 
our protector the British flag. We 
shall be strong so long as the métro­
pole. London, shall be all-powerful, 
and if the day comes that the metro- 
pole is In danger, our duty, the sen.se 
of our conservation, our honor, shall 
be to defend he*- at. home. The best 
policy is to be prepared for all events 
and help the armament of the Brit­
ish navy, so that she can be able to 
brave all attacks-

“You have today, gentlemen, the 
confidence of your co-citizens; do 
not permit that a false sectionalism 
divert them to their prestige and 
their influence.

McGregor’s funeral was held today 
from Rice’s undertaking rooms 
and was followed to the cemetery at 
Marshalltown by only the Immediate 
relatives of the unfortunate man.

DIAZ TROOPS WEIL 
PLACEO IN MEXICO

Sharp Fighting at Many Points, 
But Revolutionary Cause 

Believed Hopeless

FRANCISCO I. MADERO.
Who aimed to succeed Diaz and lead­

er of the revolutionary movement.

Mexico City., Nov. 22.—Documents 
found in the house of a revolutionary 
re said to-have revealed a conspiracy 

.or the wholesale assassination of 
imminent government officials, in- 
luding Foreign Minister Creel, Vice- 
JresiJent Corral and other prominent 
Mexicans, among them Editor Spin- 
ola, owner of “El Impartial.”

Miguel S. Masedo, sub-Secretary of 
he Government, was also listed for 
leath. President Diaz was to be tak- 
m, but his life spared because of his 
past services to the country. The 
oodles of those killed were to be sus­
pended from electric light wires in 
the streets. The building of “El Par 
cial” was to have been destroyed with 
dynamite. The papers exposing the 
conspiracy were discovered during a 
raid by the police on Sunday. Three 
employes of "El Impartial" had been 
urnished with the explosive and 
vere instructed to use it at the fhst 
eport, of the uprising, which was 
ilanned for last Sunday. The seizure 
if the plans on the day upon which 
-hey were to be executed is thought 
:o have a great effect in heading off 
he rebellion.

Fighting is reported in progress 
this afternoon at Chihuahua. No de­
tails have been received here. Ori­
zaba is reported quiet.

A Pitched Battle.
M&tamoras Tamaulipas, Mex., Nov. 

22.—More than a dozen Federal sol* 
diers and revolutionists were killed 
last niglit in a pitched battle between 
the opposing forces In the streets of 
Camargo. A band of 75 revolutionists 
attacked the garrison but were driven 
into the country after a fierce encoun­
ter with the government troops.

Killed On Train.
<1 Paso, Texas, Nov. 22.—A pas­

senger train on the Mexico Northwes­
tern Railroad running between Chi­
huahua and Madera, was fired into 
last night and several second class 
passengers were killed. The number, 
names and details could not be ascer- 
alned, as all the telegraph wires have 

been cut.
Ten cars of soldiers arrived at Par- 

ral at boon and immediately dls- 
'odged the revolutionists from their 
•ortifled positions above Parral. They 
fled in disorder, presumably toward 
Durango City. Eight rebels are report­
ed killed and three rurales were 
wounded.

With the recovery of Gomez, Pal- 
acia and Parral, quiet again prevails 
though there is great excitement 
throughout the state of Chihuahua 
and Durango. The national railroad 
has resumed business and all wires 
again are working through to the city 
of Mexico.

Not Likely to Succeed.
Washington, D. C., Nov. 22—That 

the revolutionists in Mexico are doom­
ed to defeat is the. opinion of Henry 
Lane \yilscn, the Amer * n ambassa­
dor in the Mexican capital. From that 
vantage point with access to the re- 
oorts received by the Mexican govern­
ment from its military commanders 
and civil governors, and with his pri 
vate advices from the American con­
sular officers at points where distur­
bances have occurred, Mr. Wilson has 
reached the conclusion which was 
transmitted to the state department, 
that owing to the excellent disposition 
of President Diaz’ military forces, the 
revolutionary movement which ap­
pears to have been sporadic in its 
nature, is not likely to succeed.

Quiet at Laredo.
Laredo, Nov. 22.—Everything is 

quiet in this city notwithstanding an 
undercurrent of intense interest in the 
nolfible outcome of the situation in 
Mexico where there is now an acute 
struggle between the government and 
antigovernment forces at various 
noints throughout the republic. So 
far as local conditions are concern­
ed there is very little fear of an out­
break of any kind. The U. S. govern­
ment has an increased force here and 
the state rangers also are on the 
rround, notwithstanding the general 
belief that their services will not b& 
needed here or at other border points
