months. Detective Eebum returned to the 
city on Friday morning, haring in custody 
James A. Montgomery, the absconding 
Port Hope jeweller and forger. The 
prisoner, a sketch of whose career will be 
found hereafter, fled from Port Hope on 
the 26th of April last. He came to To­
ronto, and, although the hue and cry had 
been raised, he remained oonoealed in this 
city until the 28th of April, when he took 
the train for Rochester. Early m the 
month of May, Detective Reburn, of this 

, who had been detailed for the duty of 
and if possible arresting, the 

, took his departure for
the officer ascertained, had 

to New York, and 
thither the officer followed him. There all 
trace of the fugitive was lost, and Reburn 
was compelled to give up the chase and 
return to the city. Through those myste­
rious channels only known to the detec 
tires, it was learned that the absconder 
had gone to St. Louis from New Y<
in accordance with the information,______
left for that city on Monday last, arriving 
there on the following day. The Toronto 
detective, immediately after his arrival, 
went in search of his man accompanied by 
Detective O’Neill, of the St Louis force. 
While walking along 4th street a Mr. 
Saunders, a Canadian, identified the pris­
oner in the throng and pointed him out to 
the officers who immediately pounced upon 
him. He was lodged in the station-house 
while the police went to search his lodg­
ings. In trunks in his apartments eras 
found about 97,000 worth of jewellery, 
consisting of watches, chains, rings, etc., 
and $146 in money. The prisoner passed 
under the names of Alger Moss and James 
Fog. After the arrest Reburn talked the 
case over with the prisoner. The latter 
said that he was weary of wandering about 
and was willing to return to Canada with­
out the formality of «traditionary pro­
ceedings. He admitted ten charges of 
forgerc and three of having re­
ceived goods ’ finder false pretences. 
As soon as possible Rebum started 
for home. He left on Thursday 
having his prisoner hand-cuffed. Mont­
gomery was very restive, but made no 
effort to get awaÿ. The detective was 
compelled to keep a vigilant watch upon 

and travelled the 800 miles without 
a wink of sleep.

months had incurred large obligations, and 
had bean milking for four days, or since 
tiie previous Saturday. Those of his anxi­
ous creditors who were living in the town 
called at his store, which was opened as 
usual, and were informed by his assistant, 
that he had gone to Stratford to attend a 
trial. This made them less anxious, but 
later on in the day their suspicions were 
again aroused by a statement whieh wie 
made to the effect that Mr. J. N. G. Lodge, 
an insurance agent in the town, held a note 
of Montgomery’s for $600, endorsed by 
Mr. C. Quinlan—Montgomery’s landlord— 
the endorsetion on which Mr. Quinlan had 
repudiated and had declared to be a for­
gery. Subsequently Mr. Quinlan received 
information from this city that Mr. Saga- 
worth, the jeweller, and other Toronto 
merchants held accommodation paper of 
Montgomery’s to which was attached 
his (Mr. Quinlan’s) signature as endorser. 
Mr. Quinlan denied having endorsed any 
notea, and as a consequence of his state­
ment the Chief of police of Stratford waa 
communicated with and instructed to take 
Montgomery in custody on the charge of 
forgery. A person named Montgomery was 
accordingly arrested in Stratford, but this

CANNIBALISM.

Albany, June 29.—On the 6th of April 
last Catherine Dunabach, a maiden lady of 
60 years, was found murdered in her 
father’s farm-house. Martin Dunabach, an 
old man of 78, waa a well-to-do farmer, liv­
ing some three miles west of Cohoes, on 
tiie Dunabach Ferry road. His family 
consisted of himself, his daughter Cath­
erine, and a young man named George 
Nichols, who did general work on the 
farm and about the house. For half a 
century Mr. Dunabach had lived in the 
house where his daughter was born and 
where she met her tragic fate. Upon the 
death of his wife, Catherine assumed charge 
of the household affairs, and, as her father 
grew old and feeble, aided him in his con­
duct of the farm. Peaceable and kindly, 
the Dunsbacha ware tiled and respected 
by heir neighbours. The old fanner was 
generally believed to be in excellent oir- 
cumstanoee. It was frequently matter of 
gossip that he kept valuable papers and 
considerable soma of money in his house, 
and this fart undoubtedly led to the attack 
upon Mias Dunabach.

FIRST APPEARANCE OF THE MURDERER.
On that Saturday morning in April, Mr.

THE WOLFVILLE MURDER.
BulcMe ef the Alleged Murderer.

Halifax, N.8., Jtiy 3.—Dr. DeWelf, 
who shot his wife at Wolfville a few days 
ago, committed suicide by hanging this 
afternoon in gaol at Kentriue. He tied a 
sheet te aa axe handle placed across a 
stove pipe hole in the ceiling, pat a chair 
on the stove, tied his hands behind him 
and jumped.

Harrisburg, July 3.—A fearful storm 
of wind, rain and hail, tte letter being 
about an inch in diameter, passed over here 
about half-part two this afternoon, tearing 
great trees up by their roots and twisting 
otters off as though they had been mere 
sticks. In its fury everything in the shape 
of vegetation was levelled to tte ground. 
The scale-house belonging to the Great 
Western railway waa completely demolish­
ed.

of five or six hundred yards, although two 
brakes wfire set on them.

DESTRUCTIVE STORM IN BRANT.

Barns and Trees Blown Down and Crone 
Badly Damaged.

Brantford, July 4.—Yesterday after- 
noon the beat was very oppressive in tte 
eity, and tte load mattering» of tte 
thunder to tte north indicated a big storm, 
but of its serions results ear people were 
ignorant Reports coming in show that a 
great tropical storm passed a few^nilee 
north of the city. It was an immense cloud 
of hail, and carried ruin and destruction 
in its trail. Mr. Hill, a farmer near the 
city, had four great barns blown to pieces. 
Mr. Bovoe, another farmer, living near 
Mr. Hill, had his orchard completely de­
stroyed. Here immense elms and 
were twisted into kindling wood, waggon 
carriages, sleighs, reapers, ploughs, etc., 
were smashed to atoms.

TELL-TALE BLOODSTAINS.
Other witnesses testified to seeing a 

stranger in dark clothes in Cohoes on April 
5, and that one man advised him to go to 
Dunabach's. A store-keeper told of a 
stranger who relied at his store on tte 
afternoon of tte murder, bought a shirt, 
and offisred a two-dollar bUl in change. 
The stranger had blood-stains or something 
like it on his shirt-front. Another witness, 
McGuire, swore that LatrimouiUe was in 
his blacksmith's shop on tte morning of 
the murder. McGuire added to the dra­
matic feature* of tte case, aubeequently, 
by retting frightened at what he had done, 
and, in terror of arrest for perjury, run­
ning away, ao that the prosecution could 
not cross-examine him. In rebuttal of tte 
witnesses for tte alibi, four officers related 
IntrimooUle’s story to them of his travels 
in Troy, at tte very time Graton and 
otters, trying hard to do him service, had 
sworn that he waa in their presence. The 
summing up was concluded on Thursday 
afternoon, and tte ease waa given to tte 
jury tte same night, after a charge that 
waa as favourable to LatrimouiUe aa the 
evidence would aUow. With this ease of 
purely circumstantial evidence before them, 
the jury deliberated fifteen hours over the 
wicked Frenchman’s fate.

The question of tte practicability of

The 
Maritime Journal strongly urges that the 
beet way to accommodate ourselves to the 
present condition of affaire is “ to bring 
out a wooden steamship that, built as 
strong as an oak hull, yet possessing in onr 
spruce timber a buoyancy equal to iron 
hulls, will restore to us a higher rank than 
we have lately held as earners.”
