Austria-Hungary 
Accused ol Breach 

of Faith.
Rome, Jan. 4.—Austria-Hungary, 

greatest of all Catholic nations, 
stands accused by the Catholic Church 
to-day, charged with breach of faith. 
It is understood that these exact 
words of accusation were made in 
Pope -Benedict’s recent note of pro­
test to Emperor Karl against the Teu­
tonic raids over Padua, which result­
ed in grave damage to some of Italy's 
choicest church buildings and in the 
killing of innocent women and non- 
combatants.

The Pope’s note of protest was ad­
dressed both to the Austro-Hungarian 
monarch and Kaiser Wilhelm. Firm 
reminder was expressed of the prom­
ises of both those monarch» at the 
time of the start of the Italian invas­
ion that Teutonic troops would ab­
stain from attacks on defenceless 
cities.

The exact text of the Pope’s note 
will be withheld until receipt of a re­
ply from the two monarchs.

Your Boys and Girls.
Feeding a baby under six months 

of age concerns many mothers who 
have not the milk in quantity and 
quality sufficient for the needs of the 
little one. There is some difference 
of opinion as to whether a baby should 
have any food at all during the first 
twenty four hours of life. The ma­
jority of experts are of the opinion 
that it should not Plain water, un­
sweetened, is better than suqar water 
at this time.

During the remainder of the first 
week the baby should have three 
ounces of a mixture of half milk and 
halt water at its various feedings. To 
a seven days old baby weighing eight 
pounds give eighteen ounces of milk 
and water, half and half In six feed­
ings. At fourteen days old a baby 
weighing eight pounds gets the same 
mixture with the addition of a quarter 
of an ounce of malt food. At two 
months old a baby weighing ten 
pound should get milk ten ounces, 
water eight ounces and three quarters 
of an ounce of malt food in five feed­
ings.

Thoughts Upon 
the Times.

(By PATRIOT.)
January has gone by and a week of 

February and still no move has yet 
been made by the so-called National 
Government to redeem their prom­
ises in reference to the Newfoundland 
Regiment What must be the feel­
ings of the boys at the front of the 
parents and friends of the noble lads 
who have made the supreme sacrifice,, 
of the great body of patriotic citizens 
who understand and appreciate the 
situation, of Sir Edward Morris who 
is credited with saying that he resign­
ed the Premiership in order that New­
foundland may, by a union of parties, 
be better able to continue her part In 
the war, and finally what mugt be the 
feelings of His Excellency the Gov­
ernor? In an article In yesterday’s 
Advocate, written evidently by Mr. 
Coaker In his own inimical style, it 
is hinted that there will be no con­
scription. A few days ago the public 
read with feelings of amazement that 
five of our returned heroes, who had 
taken their turn in the trenches, were 
to be courtmartialed for refusing to 
go back to duty with the last draft 
The sympathy of the whole commun­
ity will go out to them and their par­
ents. From a military standpoint we 
know they did wrong, but who can 
blame them when there are so many 
slackers who should be compelled to 
take their places. They are backed 
up by a slacker government. Did not 
Premier Lloyd George say a few days 
ago that if those who were out of the 
trenches refused to go in them, then 
those who were in could as reason­
ably refuse to remain In, or words to 
that effect Shame on the cowards 
who refuse to do their duty, and twice 
shame upon the government that will 
allow this crime to happen. Their 
omission to take action in this mat­
ter stigmatizes them as criminals 
guilty of treason. It this state of af­
fairs continues much longer, what is 
to prevent the parents of the boys 
now in the trenches from applying to 
His '^Excellency the Governor to have 
their sons sent back home. It is high 
time some such drastic steps were 
taken to awaken those responsible to 
a sense of their duty.

In America an attempt is being 
made to substitute whale meat for 
other meats. The scarcity of the lat- 

, ter, it is said, will be felt all over the 
i world this year. Like everything else 
in the food line, Newfoundland has 
not yet known what it is like to be 
placed on meat rations. We are in­
deed a fortunate people. In view of 
the fact that meats of all kinds will 
be difficult to obtain in 1918, why not 
some person make an attempt to 
garner in the very nutritious carcass 
and flippers of the young harp seal. 
Thousands of tons of this excellent 
food is lost every year to the world. 
Nothing can be more palatable than 
the flipper of the whitecoat If a ship 
fitted with a canning apparatus was 
to visit the ice floes this year and 
can up the carcasses and flippers of 
the whitecoat, it certainly, in view of 
the high cost and scarcity of meat 
ought to be a paying proposition. No 
cold storage Is necessary.

It is disgusting to the ordinary 
citizen these days, when the whole 
nation is in sorrow and travail, to 
read of the many libelous actions tak­
ing place. The most decent citizen 
in the community is liable to be held 
up to public scorn and ridicule if he 
dares to express his opinion on any 
public matter. It is high time this 
scurrilous and ignominious method of 
trying to impair men’s private and 
public standing in the community was 
put an end to by the Higher Courts 
of Justice. A certain section of the 
press imputes improper acts and mo­
tives to every person who does not 
see things from its own perspective, 
and does everything in its power to 
blacken his reputation or expose him 
to public hatred, contempt or ridicule. 
Yet these are the men who have 
elected themselves to rule over us. 
“Where are we and whither tending.”

CON FOB THE MEN AT THE 
FRONT.

(Prepared by Committees of the W. 
P. A. at the Request of the Food Con­
trol Board.)

Do you know oatmeal makes de­

licious puddings and other good 
things? It is a good breakfast food, 
but it is even better used in many 
other ways.

Scotch Soup.—Two 1 and a half 
quarts water, one and a quarter cup 
rolled oats, 5 potatoes cut In small 
pieces, 2 onions sliced, 2 tablespoons 
flour, 2 tablespoons fat Boll the 
water and add the oatmeal, potato 
and onions, half teaspoon of salt and 
half teaspoon pepper. Cook for one- 
half hour. Brown the flour with the 
fat and add to the soup. Cook until 
thick. One cup of tomato adds to the 
flavor. Serves five people.

Oatmeal Pudding.—2 cups cooked 
oatmeal, 4 apples cut up small, half 
cup raisins, half cup • sugar, one- 
quarter teaspoon cinnamon. Mix and 
bake for one-half honr. Serve hot or 
cold. Any dried or fresh fruits, dates, 
or ground peanuts may be used in­
stead of apples. Either will serve 
five people.

Spiced Oatmeal Cakes.—One and 
one-half cups flour, half cup cooked 
oatmeal, one-quarter cup sugar, one- 
quarter cup raisins, one-quarter tea­
spoon soda, half teaspoon baking 
powder, half teaspoon cinnamon, 3 
tablespoons fat, one-quarter cup mo­
lasses. Heat the molasses and fat to 
boiling. Mix with all the other ma­
terials. Bake in muffin pans for 30 
minutes. This makes 12 cakes.

THE SCRAWNY NECK.
A scrawny neck is the sorrow of 

thousands of women, who would 
otherwise be among the fairest The 
woman whose neck is long and 
slender and the muscles of which 
stand out like tendons, has a great 
deal to overcome, but even this phy­
sical imperfection is not insurmount­
able. A scrawny neck is due to lack 
of development The circulation of 
the blood is usually poor. The mus­
cles, which under normal conditions 
should give the neck its lovely con­
tour, have, through lack of proper 
treatment become more like tendons, 
and because of this give tho neck its 
scrawny, tendorous appearance.

Exercise your neck. Do it system 
atically and carefully. Make every 
movement count, and you will soon 
accomplish what you now hold to be 
impossible. Holding your head 
squarely on your shoulders, bend it to 
the left as far as it will go, hold it 
a second, then bend back to normal 
From normal bend to the right and 
hold as when you bent to the left. Re­
peat this slowly until the muscles on 
the sides of the neck begin to show 
fatigue.

Give them rest by changing the 
movement, then bend the head forward 
as far as it can go, then back to nor­
mal and from normal as far back as 
yon can. Continue this until these 
muscles become tired. Then you may 
twist your neck. Twist it as far as 
you can toward the left, from the left 
twisting backward and toward the 
right Continue as before.

These three systems of exercising 
the neck should prove very beniflcial. 
They create added circulation, they 
compel the blood to rush through the 
Meins of the neck and this blood car­
ries new food and new tissues are de­
veloped.
