When Thomas Ridley started as a

I exact requirements of the different 
I places, and In this way he formed an 
I intimate acquaintance with the prln- 
! ripai merchants In Portugal, Spain 
I end Italy, which enabled him to find 
I a ready sale for his fish at the best 
I prices, and with his desire to please,
I repeated orders came quickly, as they 
I could depend on getting suitable 
I duality, which meant satisfaction to 
I all concerned.

You will have seen from these re- 
I cords that it was quite a common oc-
■ currence for vessels to clear from 
I Brigus and Cupids for Oporto and 
1 Spain, and I shall give records later

In these old records I find Capt.

mber 24th, 1832, for Lisbon, and 
Was again reported in March at her 
k r.ding berth at St. John's.

Mr. Claudius Watts told me that thi 
firm of Thorne, Hooper ft Co. had a 
record of four hundred years, which 
must have taken them back befor. 
the discovery of this Island by John 
Cabot They were largely interested 
In the Iceland fisheries, also in the 
Baltic lumber trade. I quite believe 
this because Robert Thorne of Bris­
tol is said to" have been the principal 
backer in sending John Cabot on hie 
Voyage of Discovery.

The very name "Bristol’s Hope,” 
which comes to us In John Guy’s re­
cords In 1810, shows the intimate con­
nection that Harbor Grace had with 
the old city that commemorated John 
Cabot with a tower, the same as wo 
have done,
