SEVEN ROWDIES ATTACK POLICE
OFFICER.

Constable Boucher, a young man
on the force and doing duty at the
Cartierville Police Station, was at-
tacked by seven rowdies at the Car-

Taken to the
Cartierville Station he was recogniz-
ed by Constable Boucher and other
witnesses, as one of the gang, and a
charge of assault laid against him.

SPEEDING AUTOISTS WILL BE
PUNISHED.

Hon. J. L. Perron, Minister of Roads
in the Provincial Government, is deter-
mined to stop the abuse of speeding
and other violations of traffic regu-
lations on the Provincial roads, by
a system of strict supervision.
