Destructive Fire To-Day

THREE HOUSES AND A LOT OF 
SHEDS BUSHED.

The Fire Spreads from Douglas to 
Quebec Street.

A very destructive fire broke out this 
forenoon on Douglas street. Dense vol­
umes of smoke were seen issuing from 
Hoover’s Livery Stables, in rear of his 
dwelling house, about 11 o’clock. The 
alarm was at once given, and hundreds 
flocked to the scene of the fire. Mean­
time the stables and sheds being of wood, 
the fire spread rapidly, and in a short 
time communicated with the house in 
front, and with Coffee’s stables and sheds, 
in the rear of his hotel. The horses, bug­
gies, waggons, &c., in these sheds, were 
got out as quickly as possible. Still the 
devouring element kept spreading and 
extending. Hundreds of willing hands 
were now engaged getting out the furni­
ture and other effects in Coffee’s Hotel 
and Hoover’s house, which is of wood, as 
also the paint shop of D. Gouck, which 
stood between the two. From the 
fire onmmnnkistsd to tfcs arijohih^ rfiop, 
tenanted by Thos. Breadon, painter, and 
in the upper flat of which H. Medcalf, 
the saddler, had a quantity of saddlery 
and other harness stock stowed away.

As soon as the alarm was given the 
firemen were early at their posts. The 
steam fire engine was run down to Mr. 
Allan’s dam, and the hose, 1500 feet in 
length, run up to the scene of tl^e fire. In 
twenty minutes sufficient steam was up 
to force the water that distance, and a 
strong stream of water began to play on 
the burning mass. The firemen, under 
the direction of their chief, Mr J. David­
son, worked manfully and well, and they 
were greatly aided by the many volun 
teers who came forward to assist them. 
Before the water began to play all the 
furniture was got out of Coffee’s Hotel, 
though much of it is in rather à dama­
ged condition. The wooden buildings 
adjoining being now beyond all chance 
of saving, the efforts of the firemen were 
directed to the Hotel, which is of stone. 
Several times the fire had got inside the 
house, but was soon extinguished before 
much harm was done.
By this time the paint shop was one m ass 

of flames, as also some sheds in the rear. 
The cottage next to it, occupied by Mr. 
John Mitchell, stood in great danger, 
and efforts were at once directed to save 
it. A lot of blankets were procured, sev­
eral men got on the roof, and manfully 
remained there, throwing water on the 
roof, though they had to wrap themselves 
in blankets to ward off the intense heat 
to which they were subjected. The fur­
niture was removed, and happily through 
the exertions of those who stood at their 
post,the building was saved. Mr. Guth- 
erie’s office was in considerable danger 
for some time from its proximity to the 
burning shed in the rear. All the furni­
ture, books, paper Ac., had been remov­
ed. The sashes of the rear windows 
were once or twice in flames, but a little 
water kept the fire down till the shed had 
burned out, and all danger was over.

From Coffee’s stable» the fire soon 
spread to the house on Quebec-at., be­
longing to Mrs. James To veil, and at 
resent unoccupied. The efforts of the 
remen were now directed to this quar­

ter, and a heavy stream of water soon 
quenched the flames, and prevented them 
from spreading to R. Rutherford ware­
houses, in rear of his store. By this time 
the old fire engine had been got out, and 
being supplied with water from the tank 
at St. George’s Church, it did good ser­
vice in quenching the flames, which 
were still raging in the frame build­
ings on Douglas Street. Indeed, had 
it not been for this timely supply of 
water, it is hard to say how far the 
fire would have spread, fo* Brownlow’s 
carpenter shop and the other frame 
buildings on the opposite side of the 
street were in great danger of catching 
fire from the intense heat. By twelve 
o’clock the fire had spent itself or been 
put out, but in one short hour it had done 

reat "damage. Had the fire spread to 
immack’s shop and the Post Office next 

door, the loss would have been much 
more serious. The mail matter in the 
Post Office was well taken care of how­
ever, as all letters and papers was put 
away into bags and carried to the Town 
Hall for safe keeping. Boult’s Lumber 
Yard and Shops in rear of the burning 
buildings were in great danger, but by 
constant watchfulness,the material,which 
is of a very ignitable character, was pre­
vented from catching fire.

We can hardly speak as yet in definite 
terms with regard to the loss sustained. 
Coffee’s Hotel, belonging to the Heffer- 
nan estate, is not much damaged. It is 
insured in the Wellington Mutual for 
$1,200, and in the Phoenix for $1,000.— 
The stables and sheds are completely 
burned. We have not been able to 
learn whether there was any insurance 
on Mrs. Tovell’s house, but it is believed 
there is none. Hoover’s house and the 
paint shops belonged to Mr F. Marcon, 
and were insured for $752 in the Wel­
lington Mutual. They are a total loss. 
Hoover had no insurance on his furniture 
or stock. He lost 4 cutters, one sleigh, a 
lot of harness,buffido robes,and 4 fine pigs. 
Mr Coffee had hie furniture insured in the 
Provincial for $1300, and $200 on hie sta­
bles in the Canada Western. The fur­
niture is very much damaged. Mr Met­
calf and Mr Breadon saved the most of 
their stock, but Mr Gouck was not quite 
so fortunate, though a considerable por­
tion «this stock was got out. Mr Ruth­
erford had a lot of goods removed out of 
the storehouse, but they sustained little 
or no damage.

The fire originated in Hoover’s stable, 
but how is at present------- "**'

umee from the door of the shed in which 
he keeps his buggies. This also caught 
fire in a few moments when it spread to 
the house.

Spreuhan, that no action be taken on the 
communication of J. Watson Hall as the 
difficulty alluded to seems to have arisen 
from a misunderstanding between the 
clerk and Mr. Kircher, as to the mode of 
procuring his license. Carried. Moved by 
Mr. Gilchrist, appended by Mr. Casein, 
that Alfred Hardy be appointed path 
master instead of Donald McKenzie who 
has left the Township. Carried. Mrs. 
Craster Johnston not having a dog in 
1867, was refunded $1 charged for the 
same. Moved by Mr. Spruehan, second­
ed by Mr. McFarlane, that a By-law be 
introduced for the purpose of detaching 
the north halves of Lots 6,7 and 9, in the 
first concession, from school section No. 
7, and adding said portion of said lots to 
school setion No. 11 ; and also detaching 
the south quarter of Lot 2(50 acres) into 
third concession from school section No. 
12, and annexing the saipe to said school 
section No. 11. Carried. Moved by Mr. 
Spruehan, that the petition of Thomas 
Ellis praying to have lot No. 13 in the 
second concession attached to school sec­
tion No. 11 be not entertained.

' Gore Rank.
We have not, heretofore, thought it 

necessary or expedient to notice the var­
ious rumors that have been afloat in re 
gard to the standing and credit of the 
Gore Bank, but it may now, perhaps, 
serve the interests of shareholders in the 
Bank, and alley whatever alarm and dis­
trust may still exist in the public mind, 
if we refer to the subject under reliable 
information. During the panic that fol­
lowed the announcement of the failure of 
the Commercial Bank, a drain was com­
menced upon the resources of the Gore 
Bank through the return of its notes for 
redemption and the withdrawal of depo­
sits, which continued until noteholders 
and depositors became satisfied that there 
was no cause for doubting the stability of 
the Bank, or its ability to meet its en­
gagements. Under the pressure of this 
unusual demand, the liabilities of the 
Bank have been greatly reduced. The 
persistent drain upon the Bank induced 
the Directors to apply to the Banks in 
Ontario for aid. A committee, consisting 
of several of the Cashiers of the Toronto 
Banks, was applied to to examine into the 
affairs of the Gore Bank. The report of 
these gentlemen was perfectly satisfac­
tory, and the aid required was given at 
once. In connection with the long con­
tinued drain upon the Bank’s resources 
which compelled it to contract its usual 
business, alarm naturally consequent up­
on the losses sustained by the holders of 
stock in the Bank of Upper Canada and 
the Commercial Bank has induced some 
of the Gore Bank shareholders to press 
their stock for sale upon a market at best 
slow to take up such investments, and 
although a small amount comparatively 
has been thus forced upon the .market, 
the nominal quotations have fallen from 
week to week, until the effect has been 
greatly to injure the value of the property 
and cripple still further the ability of the 
Bank in pursuing its usual business. We 
think it well to caution the shareholders 
against making forced sales involving 
needless sacrifices of their stock, and we 
advise them to refer to the officers of the 
Bank for information before they decide 
to incur unnecessary loss. The Directors, 
who are all well known gentlemen of 
wealth and reputation, own the quarter 
of the capital stock of the Bank, and are 
not borrowers from the Bank. Losses, 
unavoidable under the most careful man­
agement, have been incurred, but there is 
no necessity for shareholders to force 
their stock.upon the market'at prices far 
below the actual value, and thus disturb 
the confidence of the public, and destroy 
the buienees ability of the Bank. We 
understand that it is not contemplated to 
wind up the Bank or to suspend its usual 
operations, and the Directors hope at the 
annual meeting in the beginning of Au­
gust to show that they will be able to 
continue a business which wifi be profit­
able to the shareholders and*1advantag­
eous to the business community.—Globe.
