CHINESE 
ENVOY TO 

GERMANY.
Prince Chun's Appointment Gives 

Satisfaction.

Viceroys of Southern Provinces Are 
Paying Indemnities for Mission 

Property Destroyed.
Pekin, Jan. 13.—Prince Chun, brother 

of the emperor, paid a visit to the Ger­
man legation today. His appointment 
as Chinese envoy to Germany to make 
apologies for the murder of Baron Von 
Ketteler has been approved. It Is pro­
bable that Prince Su will accompany 
him.

PAYING INDEMNITIES.
Tacoma, Wash., Jan. 14.—The Chinese 

viceroys of the southern provinces are 
paying American, English and French 
indemnities for destroyed mission pro­
perty. The French have received $275,- 
000 for the burning of Catholic mis­
sions in the Canto prefecture. The 
claims are being paid with money rais­
ed by special assessments on rich gen­
try and by the leasing of gambling 
monopolies.

Captain Chou, who participated in 
the Chu Chou massacres, has been sen­
tenced to death.

SIGNED THE NOTE,
Pekin, Sunday, Jan. 13.—The joint

London, Jan. 14.—(The war office has 
received this dispatch from Lord 
Kitchener:

“Pretoria, Sunday, Jan. 13.—About 
1,400 Boers crossed the line, attacking 
both Zurfontein and Kaailfontein sta­
tions, but were driven off. They are 
being pursued toy a cavalry brigade.” 
Lord Kitchener reports also several 
skirmishes at different points, with 
trifling British lasses, and adds:

“Three agents of the peace commis­
sioners were taken as prisoners to 
Dewet’s laager, near Lindley, Jan. 10. 
One wiho was a British subject, was 
flogged, and them shot. The other tiwo 
burghers were flogged by Dewet’s or­
ders.”

STRONG INDIGNATION EX­
IT PRESSED.

The brief report of the fate of the 
three members of the peace commit­
tee who were sent to see Gen. De wet 
excites the deepest indignation on ail 
sides. Some papers express the hope 
that Lord Kitchener has been misiled 
by fhise Kaffir reports, tout it is gen­
erally felt that he would not have re­
ported the matter to the war office 
without undoubted evidence.

The Daily Mail heads itihe report 
with the word “Murder,” and declaims 
agaiinsit any further attempt to coax 
the enemy into submission. “Dewet 
has placed hiimselt outside the pale of 
humanity,” says tlhe Daily Mail, “and 
not proclamations, but large reinforce­
ments must toe our watchword.”

The Morning Post says; “This 
marks the point where the guerilla 
phase ends and the bandit phase be- 
gins.” „

All the papers appeal strongly to 
the government to hurry forward re­
inforcements, since it is evident that 
the Boer leaders have now become 
desperate, and attempts at conciliation 
are useless.
