CHANGES IN AGREEMENT
BEING TAKEN UP

Cincinnati, Ohio. Jan. 10.—Today’s
‘session of the National baseball com-
mission began with the consideration
of the changes in the National agree-
ment desired by the National Associa-
tion of Minor Leagues. President Pow-
ers, of the Eastern League; Judge
Kavanaugh, president of the Southern
League; President Murnane, of the
New England League: Managers Han-
lon, of Baltimore, and Stallings, of Buf-
falo; President Griffiths, of Jersey
City, and others, made speeches, most
of them urging great consideration for
the minor leagues. The first point to
come up is the increase in ‘the price
to be paid for drafting minor league
players, and the decreasing of the
number of players to be thus taken
from any one team. Ban Johnson, the
president of the American League, de-
clared that he was opposed to the re-
quest of the minor leagues regarding
drafted players. Instead of the plan
for changing the National agreement,
suggested by the minor league men,
Johnson offered a substitute, which has
been taken under advisement by the
representatives of the National Asso-
ciation of Minor Leagues. Johnson pre-
posed that each club in the National
and American Leagu be limited to
the drafting of not madre than four or

point, formerly of Ottawa; D. R. McLen-
nan, rover, Cornwall, Ont.,, a product
who is famous in lacrosse annals of the
Factory Town: Norman A. Watt, right
whose home is in Aylmer, Ont.,
and A. N. Martin, spare man, an old
Ottawa boy.

Weldy Young, captain and cover-point,
was unable to leave Dawson, owing to
the elections, and C. L. Bennett, another
star of the team, had to stop at home
because of the illness of his wife. A
telegram received at Vancouver from
Dawson stated that transportation for
one player should be left there, and the
players are under the impression that
Young is following them and will be in
Ottawa next week. There is no other
player who would be sent under the cir-
cumstances.

The players think they will surprise
Ottawa. They have been informed that
the easterners cosider the challenge some-
what in the nature of a joke, but, though
not as formidable as they expected to be
at the outset, the Dawson men are quite
optimistic as to their chances.
