work.

Much of the evidence is too revolting 
to be repeated in detail. For days 
the committee listened to the story of 
a convict who was flogged to death, 
the guard who administered the fatal 
whipping being both in the employ of 
the state, and on the payroll of the 
convict lessees. The lessees’ only ob­
ject seems to have been to get all the 
work possible out of the men whose 
labor they had bought. In this way 
the state became a slave-driver of the 
worst sort. Shocking cruelties were 
perpetrated and hushed up. Men who 
failed to perform their daily tasks 
were severely whipped; sometimes 
they died under the lash, and the death 
certificate ascribed it to consumption, 
or, as in one case, to “drinking too 
much water."

Great public indignation has been 
aroused by these revelations. Public 
meetings, at which the peonage sys­
tem has been roundly condemned, have 
been held all over the state, and it 
would seem that the popular senti­
ment will not be satisfied until this 
horrible means of raising educational 
funds is abandoned forever.

EGYPTIAN UNREST.
The noisy demonstrations which 

the cable announces to have taken 
place at Cairo and Alexandria, in 
which the nationalists, who have 
from time to time been a source of 
trouble to the British authorities, were 
most conspicuous, were no doubt a 
result of the bloodless revolution in 
Turkey which has brought about the 
grant of a constitution by the Sultan. 
In spite of all the British have done 
for Egypt, in improving the condi­
tion of the Fellaheen and developing 
the resources and strengthening the 
credit of the country, there are many 
among the natives who pretend to 
believe they could much better run 
their own affairs.

Though governed by a British of­
ficial in the name of the Khedive, 
Egypt is still an integral part of the 
Ottoman Empire, the Khedive paying 
tribute to the amount of $3,750,000 a 
year to the Sultan. To most Egyptians 
British rule was no doubt preferable 
to closer union with Turkey so long 
as the Sultan remained a despotic 
sovereign; but. with Turkey liberal­
ized and endowed with representative 
institutions, the case is altered. Many 
Egyptians will likely wish their coun­
try to share in the benefits of the 
new order of things, and be more 
anxious than ever to secure a par­
liament of their own, rather than have 
their affairs administered by a Chris­
tian official, as has been the case for 
upwards of a quarter of a century.

Of course Abdul Hamid’s coup d'etat 
Is not likely to have any immediate 
influence on the British Government, 
but Liberal statesmen must sympa­
thize with the national aspirations of 
enlightened Egyptians and endeavor 
to fit the country for eventual self- 
government. This is the ideal of 
British policy in India as formulated 
by Lord Morley. In both cases the 
day is for distant when the natives 
will be able to dispense with Britain’s 
strong hand; but in the meantime they 
should be led along the path of pro­
gress, and gradually invested with 
political rights.

A SAD ACCIDENT

Beaumaris, Aug. 18.—A sad accident 
occurred south of here yesterday af­
ternoon by which Mrs. Lount, Brace- 
bridge, wife of J. E. Lount, registrar 
of Muskoka, lost her life. Mrs. Lount, 
with Mr. Lount and Mr.and Mrs. Chas. 
Diggle, of Orillia, were out sailing, 
when off Columbia Island the boat was 
struck by a squall and capsized. All 
the occupants were thrown into the 
water. All, except Mrs. Lount, suc- 
ceded in clinging to the boat until 
help arrived. Mrs. Lount in some way 
lost her hold on the boat and sank be­
fore assistance reached her. The body 
was recovered late this morning, and 
taken to her home in Bracebridge. Mr. 
and Mrs. Lount were oc apying a cot­
tage at Gibraltar Island and had many 
friends among the American colony 
here. The sympathy of the entire com­
munity was extended to the unfortu­
nate family in their sad bereavement. 
The cottagers all united with the as- 
sistance of their launches in doing 
what they could. The funeral will be 
held from Mrs. Lount’s home, Thurs­
day, at 3 o'clock.

Montreal, Aug. 18. — The time-limit 
imposed by the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way’s ultimatum expired at noon today. 
There was a large number of appli­
cants at the labor bureaus to fill the 
vacancies of the striking C. P. R. em­
ployes. Among them were many ex- 
employes who were laid off during the 
slack times last winter, and others 
were from other Canadian and Eng­
lish railways, who were attracted by 
the higher wages paid by the C. P. R. 
While no official announcement was 
made, it was stated that all depart­
ments were now running with aoout 
two-thirds of their usual number of 
hands, which meets all the require­
ments, and enables the company to run 
all its trains without any interrup­
tions whatsoever. It was learned that 
the company is expressing a prefer­
ence for members of the Amalgamated 
Society of Engineers, over those of the 
International Association of Machinists, 
in engaging new men.

From the various centres in which 
the company opened labor bureaus, 
telegrams were received this afternoon 
stating that the company’s agents 
were well satisfied with the result.

Pittsburg, Aug. 18. — The Pittsburg 
coal mining district will undoubtedly 
within the next 48 hours witness the 
beginning of one of the greatest min­
ers' strikes in the history of the coun­
try. The mine-owners have thrown 
down the gauntlet to the miners by 
announcing they would go no further 
in assisting their employes to maintain 
a union. The meeting of operators 
today was attended by almost every 
coal producer n the Dig Pittsburg dis­
trict, which has 57,000,000 tons annual 
output. The meeting did not adjourn 
until late this evening.

The leaders of the union miners had 
demanded that employing operators 
take off the pay of each miner a sum 
of money, each month for the support 
of the miners’ union. If the operators 
would not do this, there was to be a 
strike declared at once. The oper­
ators today refused to do this and re­
fused in such a manner as to leave 
nothing for the miners' officials now 
to do but back down or declare a strike 
involving the 40,000 miners of the 
Pittsburg district.

Late this evening a call for a meet- 
coal producer in the big Pittsburg dis­
trict was issued for tomorrow. It is 
understood that most of the miners' 
leaders are ready for a strike.

GEORGIA’S DISGRACE.
Recent revelations in regard to the 

peonage system in Georgia, under 
which the labor of state convicts is 
leased to contractors, have proven too 
much even for people accustomed to 
race riots and lynching. Investigation 
has revealed a state of affairs worse 
than the slavery of half a century or 
more ago. Self-interest, if nothing 
else, prevented the slave-owner from 
taking the life of a slave, just as it 
would cause him to preserve the life 
of a horse; but when a human brute 
has merely a leasehold interest in a 
slave even that safeguard is gone. The 
victim's labor is paid for only so long 
es he lives, and if he is worked to 
death his place is soon filled.

In many instances the offences of 
which these unfortunates have been 
convicted were of the most trivial 
character, such as spitting on the 
sidewalks, and the convicts have been 
sold into slavery in order that the 
state might derive a revenue, which 
has amounted to about $250,000 a year, 
the money being distributed among 
the various counties to assist common 
school education.

Some of the stories told before the 
committee of the Legislature were 
shocking in the extreme. For instance, 
a white boy of 16 years, who was 
sent to penitentiary for stealing two 
cans of potted ham, was lashed 63 
times with a heavy strap for a trifling 
offence committed during his term.

TO PURIFY WATER.
Pittsburg, Aug. 19. — Experiments 

being made at the new $10,000 plant at 
the Homeopathic Hospital here are ex­
pected to reserve in a simple and 
practical method of purifying water. 
The plant is for the manufacture of 
ozone, which, it is believed, will de­
stroy all organic matter in water and 
kill all kinds of bacteria.
