When Sir Wilfrid arrives he will be met by many
Liberals, Headed by the Seventh Regiment Band and the
Highland Pipers, a procession will be formed to escort him
to the residence of Sir George Gibbons, where he wiil have
a light lunch,

of the Premier during his stay in the city, and he will be
