HOP GROWING.

Tacoma, Aug. 12 —The hop growers of
the Puyallup and neighboring valleys have
meb in that oity to devise ways and means
for harvestiag the crop of ‘the coming sea-
son. - The scale of wages was fixed at from
65 cents o 75 centa per box. The rate paid
for several years hae béen $1° per box. No
action was taken as to the kind of labor to
be employed. It is stated that some grow-
ers will 1 ck their yards at all. One
farmer is qudted as saying that' at least
20,000 bales of ‘hops will go to waste in
Westers Washington this year. With hops
below 12 or 18 cents growers clagim that
there is no profit in raising them, and ab the
present time there is no indication that any-
thing like that amount will be offsred.
