Besides being connected in the
firms just related he Was at the time of hig
death ‘one of the directors of the Bank of
ommerce, also of the Western Assurance
company, vice-president of the Freehold
n and Savings company, a member of
the temporalities fund ‘of the presby-
terian charch of Canada, and also
a member of Queen's college board of map.

Was an active member of St Andrew’s
church here, which in g great measure owes
1t8 present success and handsome building
to the large, unstinted donations given b
the deceased to assist it on, i
though ever anxious to assist his church and
acting on the motto that charity begins at
home did not, like some others, let it stop
there, but wasalso a liberal donor to all the
local and many foreign charities, The fol-
lowing is an incident which shows that the
deceased’s charity wag practised unstinting-
ly. On the death of his uncle, the late
George Michie, that gentleman bequeathed
about $2000 to assist in brilding a home
for in>urables, which at that time was only
a dream, and considered by many to be a
wild one too. This money was left in such
a way that if the home was not erected
withina fixed time, abont two years, the
moaey should revert to James Michie, his
nephew.  The home was not erected and
yet Mr Michie did not claim the money,
but gave it, along with an additional sum
from himself to assist in building the pres-
ent creditable institution in Parkdale.

In his business relations bhe was much
admired by all who had any dealings with
him, being straightforward, prompe and
yet not too exacting. By his fellow church-
men he was beloved . on account of his
charitable disposition and his helping hand.
At home he was highly esteemed and loved.
His death will cause universal sorrow to
all who had any connection with him.

Among Mr Michie’s donations was the
endowment of a scholarship in connection
with the Collegiate institute,

Mr. Michie was never married, He leaves
behind him however several sisters in Scot-
land and an elder sister in Toronto and
two brothers in Canada, one resident at
Fergus. He has also left in Toronto a
niece in Toronto, Miss Skeeff, and a ne%l‘)rew
who lived with him at the home on Wel
lington place.

i A FRIEND’S ACCOUNT.

There is not, said an old citizen and a
personal friend of deceased, anyome whose
death wouid cause and has caused a greater
sensation in Toronto than that of James
Michie. He has never been in any public
position, nota member of parliament, not
even an alderman, but some way or other
he was a marked man, and his death has

——

Feur Peeple Burned in a 8¢t. Louis Hotel—
Further Particulars of the Milwaukee
Disaster-Scene inthe GIrls’ Quarters.

THE RUSSIAN DISASTER,

St PETERSBURG, Jan 16—During the
performance yesterday at a circus in Ber-
ditscheff, Russian Poland, a fire broke out
in the building. Betore the spectators
could escape the whole structure was ablaze,
Three hundred persons perished,

FIRE IN PLANTER'S HOUSE, sp LOUIS,

8t Lovuis, Jan 14—Planters hotel, one
of the largest in ‘the city, took fire this
morning at § o’clock and burned so rapidly
that four persons lost ir lives, The
greatest confusion prevafled, When the
alarm was given nearly all the Ruests escap.
ed in their night clothes, The Weather was
intensely cold and the firemen were greatly
hindered. It is thought that there were
not more than four viotims, Three bodies
have been taken out of the fire which was

Rotten under control, The loss does not

exceed $30,000.

The fire broke out in the kitchen occupy-
ing a block on Fourth street and exended
to the pantry, wareroom and servants
quarters. These ars all in 5 building de-
tached from the hotel which wasg uninjnred,
One servant was suffocated, one burned,
two have broken limbs, ~ Great excitement
prevailed among the guests of the hote]
most of whom left the house but returned,

The upper floors of the building where
the fire occurred were occupied by 75 ger-
vants, The fire jstarted close to & narrow
stairway and was carried to the roof by a
draught cutting of esca by that means,and
forming a barricade which prevented those
sleeping in the south half of the building
from reaching another stairway at the
north end. Hence these unfortunates
almost smothered by smoke were compelled
to climb out en a frame structure abutting
over the alley and thence to J'ump or lower
themselves by a pulley rigged for hoisting
sapplies.

Onée man wag seen  to  gtarg
down the stairway  before the fire
reached the third floor and an hour later his
crashed corpse was féund near the foot of
the stairs.

Another employes was found dead on the
smoking mattrass of his bed, The female
helps all esoaped; by the mnorth end of the
stairway, save one who broke her ankle
jumping to the roof of a shed,
