When Garro approached Faro imme- 
dlately rushed at him, driving the knife full 
length into his bowels, directly under the 
liver. The victim fell to the ground and his 
assailant made off and escaped.

WHIPPED A FEOTIIiliA.
One of the Bloodiest Naval Battles Ever 

Recorded Takes Place In the 
Harbor of Valparaiso.

San Francisco, June 4-—News of the 
fiercest sea flgnt that has taken place during 
the whole of the Chilian war has just been 
received here. It took place in the harbor 
of Valparaiso on April 26 between the in­
surgent cruiser Magillanes and the Govern­
ment torpedo boats Alden, Condell and 
Lynch, four days after the encounter be­
tween the same vessels at Channel Bay. 
After the latter battle the Magillanes de­
cided to attack the Government ships and if 
possible destroy them before they could 
again be fitted for sea. Favored by dark­
ness the Magillanes crept into the harbor of 
Valparaiso and began the attack by ranging 
close alongside the already crippled Alden 
and firing a broadside into her that 
did terrible execution. Nearly half of the 
torpedo boat’s crew were either killed or 
wounded and the vessel was completely rid­
dled. Getting clear of the Alden the Magil­
lanes at once attacked the Lynch but her fire 
was returned wiElt interest. The smokestac k 
of the Lynch was blown away and a boat 
containing ten men.who has been set^Mjo try 
to attack the rebel vesselwith a to 
was blown out of the water. T 
had steamed to the outside of the Magillanes 
and was shot through and through. Over 
forty of her crew were lying dead or dying 

her decks but her guns were untouched. 
Suddenly the rebel vessel began to move 
astern and ceased firjng. The night being 
dark theGovernmeut steamers were unkno w­
ingly firing into each other and the Condell 
began to fill rapidly. The trick was not dis­
covered until the Magillanes had turned and 
steaming across the stern of the Cordelia 
poured in a broadside that nearly demolished 
the latter, dismounting her fiuus and killing 
fourteen and wounding six more of the crew. 
The rebel steamer then steamed out of the 
harbor at full speed and was only hit once. 
Over 100 men were killed in the encounter.

London, June A—The interest taken in the 

Tranby Croft baccarat scandal trial is as 
great as ever. The Prince of Wales, who 
had stayed uotil late in the morning at a 
state ball, was among the early arrivals to­
day. He was greeted by the audience ris­
ing, and he bowed pleasantly right and left 
as he moved to the red velvet arm chair on 
the left of the Chief Justice. Shortly after­
wards Sir William Gordon Gumming, digni­
fied and apparently confident in spite of the 
general belief that the case was going 
against him, entered the court with his head 
erect and his grey eyes flashing scorn in the 
direction of bis enemies.

Replying to the questions of Sir Edward 
Clarice, the leading counsel for the plaintiff, 
Mr. Wilson said: “When I gave the orders 
to change the tables after the discioeuree of 
the first night’s play I was ready to stake 
my life that Sir William Gordon Camming 
cheated. I and my mother sat down to play

RflPID TRANSIT TO ETERNITY. \

L’Orignal—The Most Expeditious Exe­
cution on Record—No Confession.

Than at Any Time Since the 
Premier’s Illness.

L’Orignal, Ont., June 4<T-Narcisse La­
rocque was swung into eternity at 8.05 o’clock 
this morning, paying in his death the penalty 
,of one of the most atrocious crimes ever per­
petrated in America, the cold-blooded mur­
der and outrage of the two little McGonigle 
girls in Cumberland, Russell county, Ont., in 
October last. He died without a word and 
without the faintest sign of fear. He made 
no confession. The~execufcion was probably^ 
the most expeditious on record. Exactly 5 
minutes from the time the hangman pinioned 
his arms he was out of the world, 
prisoner passed a quiet night. Father Berube 
was! with him till midnight. The 
priest was assisted in his ministra­
tions by two Grey Nuns from Ottawa. 
At 7 o’clock the prisoner partook sparingly 
of his last meal of bread, .cold ham, and tea. 
At 7 30 Father Berube and the nuns returned, 
and the final rites were commenced. The 
prisoner knelt beside the priest, his head 
bowed, aud his eyes filled with tears, but he 
showed no signs of fear.

At five minutes to eight the sheriff warned 
the priest to prepare, and five minutes later, 
exactly at eight, hangman Radcliffe entered 
the cell, carrying in his hand the strap to 
pigiou tho prisoner’s arms. Larocque, who 
was watching the door, nodded to him. At 
a signal from the sheriff Radcliffe pinioned 
the prisoner’s arms, Larocque assisting in 

adjustment of the strap. The priest 
spoke a few words in French to the prisoner, 
at the same time placing a crucifix in his 
hand. Another signal and the death march 
to the gallows began. The condemned man 
kept his eyes on the ground, but showed no 
sign of weakening. The priest read the 
prayers in a low tone as they walked on. 
Arriving at the gallows Larocque took bis 
place without a word or without any show 
of nervousness. As soon as he was in posi­
tion the priest began the Lord’s Prayer in 
French, and Radcliffe placed the noose over 
his head and then drew on the black cap. 
As the priest reached the words in the Lord s 
Braver, “Thy Will be Done,” Radcliffe let 
go the rope tha' held the big weight, and the 
next second the body was flung into the air. 
The st uggle was not long, as the deadly 
writhing motion lasted only a few seconds, 
and then all was siill. Death resulted from 
strangulation.

Mrs. Lycette Green, wife of the previous 

witness and daughter of Arthur Wilson, sr., 
was the next witness. Mrs. Green said that 
in 1888 Gumming dined at her house and 
there taught her to play baccarat. Mrs. 
Green explained that she had previously met 
jlaintiff at the house of her mother and she 
iad intimately known a relation of Gum­
ming, for which relation she still had a great 
regard. Mrs. Green then described the posi­
tion of the baccaret players during the games 
played at Tranby Croft in September last end 
said she heard the Prince of Wales tell 
plaintiff to put his stakes where they could 
be seen. Upon one of these occasions Gum­
ming replied: “It is on the paper in front of 
me. Mrs. Green said she noticed plaintiff 
on the night in question was “in luck aud 
nothing mo; e.”

Witness then gave an account of the event 
during the second night of the baccarat 
playing after she had been informed Gum­
ming had been cheating. Mrs. Green’s testi­
mony in this respect agreed in every essen­
tial detail with that given by the previous 
witnesses on behalf of the defendant.

Mrs. Green positively declared that she 
bad not mentioned the unpleasant baccSvat 
incident to anybody but her husband until 
legal action was taken against herself and 
the other defendants by Gumming.

Sir Edward Clarke had just commenced 
his cross-examination of Mrs. Green, from 
which nothing of material interest had trans­
pired, when the court adjourned until to­
morrow.
