his own mouut. The valet system is abol-
ished, and in lieu of it each jockey club
will furnish a corps of; attendants for the
jockeys.

When two horses coupled on an entry in
the betting run inte consecutive places they
will be considered as a unit, and backers
shall receive only one money. If a hore
distances his field in the first heat of a race
the bookmakers will be required to refund
all place money. When unfounded accusa-
tions are made against officials, owners or
others connected with racing the offender
will be ruled off the turf. A number of
minor changes in the rules were also made,
sfter which the congress adjourned.
