Loun and for other
purposes,” the Governor in Council is em«
powered to borrow & sum not o exceed
$500,000 tor such Bridge service, and it is
expedient to make proviion for the exs
penditure of the same ;

B it therelore enacted Ly the Governor,
Conncil and Assembly as follows ;—

1. The gaid sum of five hundred thonss
and dollars shall be apportivned to the
several Counties as provided by sectiol tno
of this Act,

2. A correct statement of the Bridges
coming under the operation of this Act
shall be ascertained as follows :

(a.) A rchedule form to be furnished
by the Provincial Engineer shall be filled
up from actual measurements uond observa-
tions and affirmed under oath by such
County Surveyors, Supervisors of Roads, or
other competent persous as shall be ape
pointed by the Commissioner of Public
Works and Mines for the purpose of ass
certaining ghe number, extent and cost of
the Bridges of cacl County or Municipality
respuectively.

(4 ) From the schedule forms so filled
up the Provineial Engineer shall compile a
stutement of the number and cost of the
Bridges of each County or Municipality
coming under the operation of this Act.

(¢.) The Governor in Council shall re-
vise the statement 50 compiled, and ap-
portion: to each Couunty the awount to he
expended therein, in proportion to the
number, extent and cost of the Bridges
in such County of the class mentioned in
section four of this Act, and submit xuch
revised apportionment to the Legislature
for further revision and for approval at tue
next ensuing session of Parliament,

3 Pending the approval and revision of
such statement by the Legislature, the Go-
vernor in Council may expend upon such
Bridges, in any County, as may require ims
mediate constraction or repair, a sum p
sumably not greater than fifty per conty
of the amount which may be finally &, -
purtioned to snch County under the moxe
i #ection of this Act. The amount
of such interim expenditure to be estimat-
ed by the Provincial Engineer.

4. The moneys which shall be appor-
tioned to the several Countics under the
aunthority of this Act, shall be applied ex-
clusively  to the construction of such
Briiges within the said Countics, respeeti-
vely, as would cost, if constructed of per-
mancnt material (such as stone and iron)
upwards of one thousand dollary, or up-
wards of five hundred- dollars if buiit of
wood, and to such repairs as are hercin-
after authorized,

5. Each one of the requsites heres
inatter mentioned shall be complied with
before any of the moneys expended und.or
the authority of this Act shall be drawn
from the Proviocial Treasury.

(a.) There shall be a request from the
Municipal Council ot the County or Dise
trict in which the Bridge is to be construct-
«d or repaired, that snch bridge ln) laced
under the provisions u[ this Act, sfch re-
quest to be made by resolution of the
Council, certified by the Warden and
Clerk:

(4.) There shall be a report from the
Provincial Engincer, recommending the
constraction of the Bridge, and showing
whether the pu'lic interests will be best
con<erved bythe structure being cted
in whole or in part of stone, concrete, iron
(¢.) Such report shall be ap;roved by
the Governor in Council.

(d) The Bridge shall have been con-
straocted according to plans and speeifica=
tions approved by the Provincial Engineer,
and by the Governor in Council,

(e.) The dae completion of the work,
amd the fact that the contractor is entitled
to the whole or part of the payment
sought, shall be certifird by the Provincial
Enginecr, and by the [uspector.

(f) The payment sought shall have
the sanction of the Governor in Council.

6. All works undertaken under the
authority of this Act, or for which paymeut
ix songht, shall be constructed and per-
Tormed under tender and contract, unless
a different mode is rccommended by the
Warden of the Municipality in which the
work is to be done, and by the Provinc al
Engincer, and such recommendation is
approved by the Governor in Council,

7. No pait of the moneys bLorrowed
under the anthonity of this Act shall  be
expended in repairs,except on a report of
the Provincial Engineer, sctting forth tl at
such repairs are urgent and necessary, s nd
that the Bridge so reported is of the c’ass
of Bridges designated in scction 4 of this
Act,

8. All works carricd on under the
authority of this Act shall be  performed
under the supervision of a competent In-.
gpecter, who shall be appointed by the
Provincial Eugineer, but the wageg of
such Inspector ghall be paid by the Con-
tractor at a rate to be fixed: in the con-
tract, and such Inspector may be removed
from time to time by the Provincial
Engincer, and another Inspector, or In-
spectors may be appointed in place of the
one ro removed,  All appointments of In~
spectors shall be subject to the approval
of the Governor in Council,

9. When the plans and specifications of
any works to b2 performed under the
authority of this Act have been prepared
and approved, the advertising for tenders
and awarding of contracts shall be in tho
hands of the Governor in Council, and all
contracts shall be sulject to the approval
of the Provincial Engineer before any
works shall be performed thereunder,

10. An account of the moni¢s expend-
ed under this Act in each County shall be
kept by the Provincial Secretary, and a
sum sufficient to pay the Interest and
Sinking Fund on the amonn:t so expended
shall be yearly deducted from the Road
and Bridge Service grant made such
Counl) by the Legislature. et
An acconot ¥hall be annually sub-
mim*d to the Legislature, with statements
showing the amounts expended in each
County.

12. The Governor in Council may ad-
vance the amounts expended for the re-
cent construction of Milford Haven Bridge,
in the County of Guysborough, and for
Argyle Bridge, in the County of Yarmouth,
to their respective Municipalities, out of
the sums apportioned to each under this

Act, provided that the Warden and Council
of the Municipality desiring it shall make
formal application for such advance.

13. Bridges which are partly .in one
County and pattly in another xhall be a
charge upon snch Counties in cqual shares,
and the request of the Councils of both
Municipalities shall be necessary to comply
with the provisions of snbsscction A of
section 5 of this Act.
