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The Coming Election.

On three weeks from to-day the electors
of this county will select the two gentle-
men who will represent their interests in the
local parliament for the next four years. In
view of this fact we again urge upon the
electors the duty of discouraging bribery
by all the means in their power. Kvery
attempt to bribe to vote, or to refrain from
voting should be exposed and punished, and
this can be done only by the honest voter
upon whom such an attempt has been made.
Shall our sacred rights be rendered nuga-
tory by a handful of bribed electors, as
must certainly be the case in a close con-
stituency Jike that of this county, or shall
the 3,000 or more honest and incorruptible
voters, who shall cast their ballot at this
election, suffer the mortification, at its
close, to find that the act of a majority of
these has been defeated by a few dozen of
miscreants who have been by bribery, in-
duced by as many unprincipled electors to
vote as they otherwise would not? We
trast not, though we by no means doubt
that sucha result is possible. Nay, we might
affirm with truth, that by foul means the
result of the election will be more or less
determined. Representative institutions
become a farce when such deflections of
duty tolerated by the people and
sometimes even condoned by them. We
do not charge this evil practice upon any
political party, for it is probable that both
of them have caused shame in having re-
sorted to it to secure their respective ends.
Let there be an end to it and that speedily.
Let every honest voter usec all his influence

are

to abate the destructive nunisance, and pre-
serve our institutions in a condition of pur-
ity to our children and children’s children.
Preserve the morals of a nation and its in-
stitutions will not suffer from such an evil.
The very existence of such crooked prac-
tices prove the want of soundness in the
morals of the body politic. Let us all
unite to preserve our institutions from the
ruin that a want of moral purity points out

as impending over them.
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Torbrook Iron Mine.

A visit to this new mine last week assures
us of the value of the recently discovered
vein of hematite ore at that place. The
locus of the mine is on the farm or Mr.
Edward Woodbury, at a point nearly one-
half mile to the north of his dwelling.
Attention was directed to this spot by find-
ing fragments of the ore on the surface, and
after some trenching the true vein was
found a few feet below the surface, the
lead being about four to five feet in hori-
zontal thickness or breadth.

We found seven or eight men at work,
besides those employed in hauling the ore
to Wilmot, station. They had uncovered
the lead for about two rods in length, re-
vealing a very heavy and massy ore, which
good judges supposed would yield as high
as 75 per cent of pure iron of first quality.
Car loads of this ore are shipped every day
or two to the furnaces at Londonderry, and
in a short time, when the lode is uncovered
a sufficient distance, more men will be put
on and the daily output doubled or trebled.
There is therefore every prospect that this
section of Torbrook will become a busy
mining theatre in the near future.

We were informed that the magnetic
ores, taken from the Milbury farm, on the
west bank of the Nictaux river, has not
proved so valuable as had been hoped,
being impregnated so highly with sulphur.
If this rumor proves well founded, it is
probable work at that point will soon cease,
much to the regret of many of our people.

————
Margaretville Railway.

A survey of this branch of the N. S. C.
R. was made several weeks ago, and 2a
practicable route discovered presenting no
special engineering difficulties. We have
not learned whether the company intend
building this branch, but it has been hinted,
in certain quarters, that unless the Domin-
ion and Local Governments construct a low
water harbor at the Bay of Fundy ter-
minus, at Margaretville, they will hesitate
to undertake the work. Now as no such
work exists on that coast, we think aa arti-
ficial harbor should be provided, as a very
considerable trade awaits its completion, in
which case the N. 8. C. R. would afford a
means of direct and rapid communication
between the coast towns of Lunenburg
and Queen Counties, and St. John and
Moncton, in New Brunswick, both for
travel and traffic. Let all parties interested
in the matter agitate it until steps have

been taken for its accomplishment.

In 1889 the
demand for his goods increased and his out-
put and sales for that year exceeded those
of the preceding year by about 30 per cent.,
and the number of hands employed was
augmented in the same ratio. On asking
him of the present condition of his busi-
ness, on making reference to his order
book, he informed us that thus far during the
current year the increase was equal to 50
per cent. on manufacture and sales for the

manship, and finish to any imported,
whether of French, English, American, or
Canadian make, and among these.we ob-
served one intended for summer wear
which pleased us much.

We refer to corsets made with a view to
relieve spinal deformities, such as curva-
tures of the spinal column, which are only
made to special order from special meus-
urcs. He informed us that he has
successfully filled many special de-
mands for these stays, and showed us
several letters received from ladies
having them in use for that purpose,
who declared that they derived much bene-
fit and substantial support from their use.
These orders come from all sections of the
province, and are yearly increasing.

In reply to our question as to the number
of hands at present employed he replied
that he gave constant work to eight persons,
and thought he would shortly be compelled
to add to the number. In reply to another
query he told us he was well satisfied with
the protection afforded by the present
tariff, water power, rents, and labor being
in his favor as against the American manu-
facturer, and that as a consequence he was
able to wholesale his goods at a price less
than that asked for the same line and qual-
ity of manufacture by United States com-
petitors. In fact, from an examination of
his products and facilities for manufacture
we came to the conclusion that Mr. Slocomb
will soon be in a position to largely supply

—Advices from Newfoundland say that
‘“ the government have decided to allow all
foreign vessels to take out licenses for the
ensuing fishing season. Licenses will be
obtainable at the usual ports of entry, on
the payment of a fee of §1 per ton, which
will be good only for three weeks from
date. On subsequent entry into our ports
for bait supply, a new license will have to
be taken out and the same fees paid, and
so on throughout the fishing season. Light
dues will also be payable, as usual, by all
vessels entering our ports.” The instruc-
tions provide that any party applying for a
license must make an affidavit setting forth
all the particulars required to be stated in
the license. All vessels are restricted to
the purchase of one barrel of bait to the
ton. A second license shall not be granted
within three weeks of the date of the first
license. When a license is granted to a
vessel, all customs officers in Newfoundland
are to be notified by telegraph of that fact,
so as to prevent. the vesscl obtaining a
sccond license within the three weeks.
When a foreign vessel puts in for bait,
special officers are to be employed to watch
that she does not get more than the quan-
tity named in her license.

In my former notes I incidentally referrétl
to the Prussian School, but with the time
at my disposal it will be impossible at pre-
sent to describe them further. The agen-
cies employed in connection with the
schools are the teachers, text books and
premises. Each of these has been carefully
studied in the hope that they might aid in
shedding some further light on the common
school problem. Education regards the
| body, mind, and moral nature of the child ;
if any one of these is neglected, the educa-
tion is one-sided or imperfect. Let us turn
our attention to the school premises as an
educational agency. Cleanliness and neat-
ness are essential requisites in education.
The child attends school during those
years in which it is the most easily im-
pressed by amy influence, good or evil
The mere incidents of school life are often
so indelibly fixed in the life of the child
that they remain long after history and
other studies are forgotten.

What influence has the school premises
on the future life of the child? Do they
effect the child’s body, mind, moral or
@sthetic nature ? Let us study these ques-
tions from the standpoints of observation or
science. Suppose a case: the school room
is scrubbed once a year, the stove smokes,
the air is impure, the walls are dingy, the
desks in addition to being marked and cut
are painted a dun color, he windows and
blinds are soiled, the hall is strewn with
hats, wood, and the accumulated dust of
months. On the outside: the school house
is weather beaten, the grounds—on which
no living thing can grow—is strewn with
pieces of wood that cannot be burned,
stones, sticks, and other debris. The
grounds are unfenced, and are therefore
regarded by the community as a common.
This may be only an imaginary case. Ifit
were true what would be the influence on
the children of the section? Asa rule, do
children remain as healthy, their cheeks as
rosy, when they attend school? Is the
child’s manners improved, is he more
polite, more refined ? if not, why?

Is the general influence of school life
quite satisfactory? In reply, we will be
told that weak eyes, headache, and pale
cheeks, have always been the result of con-
tinued school life. Children at a certain
age are naturally rude, and in attending
school our children associate with the
children of ‘“Mrs. So and So,” and of
course that spoils them. As to the mental
and @sthetic capacity, they have just so
much ability, and the school premises make
but little difference. And then it has al-
ways been so, why change now?

With reference to their moral nature : It
is quite true we send our children to school
five days in the week, six hours each day,
when the surroundings are not very en-
nobling, but we dress them on Sunday and
kiss them good morning and send them to
Sabbath School. That hour must settle the
question of morals.

It is an observed fact that the surround-
ings of children do influence them; that
‘““cleanliness and godliness” are closely
cennected.

That 80,000 children are yearly in attend-
ance at our schools is a fact which suffi-
ciently indicates the importance of the sub-
ject: No public question will so certainly
determine the character of the future home,
soclal condition of the country, and
finally the future of the country, as the
school. ILxtend the railways, develop
the mines, enlarge the orchartls, dis-
cuss the living issues of the day if you
will; but do not fail to improve the
condition of the school premises. It is
quite time that the public attention was
directed to this subject, and the. public
conscience aroused to the fact that every
teacher, trustee, parent and pupil, must
bear his or her share of the responsibility
of allowing the school premises to remain
longer in their present condition. If
teachers, trustees, or parents imagine that
the best results of the school can possibly
be obtained under the conditions described,
the sooner they rid themselves of the delu-
sion the better. Education under such
conditions is a nuisance, a loss of money and
time. Why may not this defect in our
school be remedied at once? The premises
should be plain, clean and cheerful. A
nice plant or picture, a bust of a noted man
or other pieces of art in the school room,
may change the whole life of the child.
Let the school grounds be neatly fenced,
'and some effort made to improve them by
planting trees or hedges, and by laying out
walks and flower-beds. No section in the
province is so poor and none so rich that it

0Odd Fellows’ Anniversary.

The Rev. F. M. Young, whom we men-
tioned in our last issue as going to Halifax
to preach the anniversary sermon of the
American Order of Odd Fellows, returned
yesterday. The Halifax Recorder of the
28th, has the following in reference thereto :

The American Order of Odd Fellows as-
sembled in force last evening at the Taber-
nacle, Brunswick street, to listen to a dis-
course by Rev. F. M. Young, of Bridge-
town, Annapolis, the Grand Chaplain of
the Order. The Rev. gentleman took hus
text from Job, 29, ii: 16 :

&nd when the eye saw me, it gave witness to
use I delivered the poor that cried,

him ;

en was as a robe and a diadem ;
wn eyes to the blind, and feet was 1 to the

1 wus father to the poor; and the cause
which I knew not I searched out.

The speaker, glancing over the andience,
expressed his belief that ‘‘ Halifax was
safe "—with such a large contingent of an
Order which took as its inspiration and
guiding star, the sentiment of the text.
There was a universial desire to be remem-
bered after death—the birds in their pas-
sage through the air, and the ships in the
sea, left no track behind them ; but the
traveller across ‘the desert makes footprints
in the sand—so with man’s life. We do
not like the idea of wholly severing our
connection with this world—although it
would be better for some if the oblivion of
annihilation should be their lot. No man
liveth to himself alone, and none dieth to
himself alone ; others may be built-up, el-
evated in the world, and some cast down
and wrecked, through our unconscious in-
fluence. Odd Fellowship was the most im-
portant secular influence known to man—
it taught the way to live and how to die—
80 as to be remembered and revered, and
secure the rewards of the hereafter; it
fulfilled the part of the Good Samaritan,
‘“ delivered the poor that cried ;” *‘caused
the widow’s heart to sing for joy ;” *‘ was
eyes to the blind, feet to thé lame, and
father to the poor.” He incidentally gave
statistics that §5 every minute was dis-
bursed by Odd Fellowship in these objects,
aggregating $2,500,00 every year. The
prosperity of the Order he attributed
largely to the Divine approval. It was an
auxiliary of the Church—the Order was
the soul-comforting — the. Church, soul-
saving.

Apart from the occasion itself, all those
who attendod must have been pleased to
be there, as the service was deeply interest-
ing. The Rev. gentleman is eloquent, and
his delivery most impressive : his love for
the Order of Odd Fellows was abundantly
manifest throughout a discourse that was
listened to most attentively. Nearly every
seat in the large auditorium was occupied
—there must have been six or seven hun-
dred people present. The singing was also
an attractive feature,
