FRIDAY MORNING SESSION.

The meeting was called to order about
8.15a. m. The financial statement sub-
mitted by Principal Brown was accepted
by the meeting.

The regular work of the Association was
then taken ap. Miss Titus, of Digby gave
a lesson on *‘ Our Flag.” She first led the
pupils to understand the purpose of the
Flag and then to the formation of the de-
sign, and the term ** Union Jack.”

Mr. Doucette being called upon, enter-
tained the meeting with a French song
which was well rendered and much enjoyed
by the Association.

Mr. Crow, of Annapoiis, fullowed with a
paper on * The Home Preparation of the
Lesson.” He dealt with the subject under
threc heads: First, Assigning; second,
Hearing; third, The punishments attending
the non-preparation of the lesson. He
thought the teacher should understand his
pupils and be able to discriminate bet ween
those of brilliant ability and thore less
favored. He thought it a good plan tc ex-
plain the lesson to be prepared. He con-
demned the practise of assigning, as a
spelling lesson, words to be committcd to
memory. The use of the Dictionary was
strongly urged. As to hearing the les:on,
the teacher should be well prepared, bring-
ing to his class wuch not contained in the
text book. He thought failure of the pu-
pil to prepare his lesson should be viewed
in a serious manner. He had discovered
that pupils who do not prepare their les-
sons Go not love school. He thought very
much depended on the parents in encour-
aging and aiding the work. The writer also
mentioned various excuses invented by the
pupil in case of failure and thought all such
apologies should receive careful consider-

AFTERNOON SESSION.

Meeting was called toorder at 2.15 p.m.,
Vice-president in the chair. The minutes
of morning session were read and adopted.
The meeting then listened to paper, by
Miss Emma J. Bacon,  Literature in our
Schools.” The writerstrongly recommend-
ed the study of standard aathors in the
early stages of the pupils course. It was
her experience that those pupils who came
from the homes of reading parents, were
far more intelligent than those from illiter-
ate homes. She also thought that theread-
ing of good literature had a marked effect
in moulding the pupils language. She
urged that the pupil be made an intelligent
reader by teaching him to reflect on what
he reads. The reading of Light Literature
tends to a careless and thoughtless habit
injurious to both mind and style of reading,
of the pupil. The study of good literature
leads to the discussion of geographical posi-
tion, historical fact and the principles of
construction of language.

Mr. Brown spoke in favor of the paper.
He pointed to the care exercised by parents
in regard to the early associations of their
children and thought the same care due to
the literature placed in their bands. Head-
vised not to introduce heavy authors at the
beginning, but something pleasing, and thus
inspire a love for good literature.

Mr. Godfrey thought the present read
ing books tended to lead the pupils to the
reading of light literature. He thought
that in the more advanced grades, stories
of length and value should be introduced;
such stories as * The Lady of the Lake,”
could but tend to awaken a spirit of pa-
triotism as well as a love for good books.

Mr. A. H. C. Morse said that the progress
of those pupils, who have read good books
in a right way, was much greater than the
progress of those who read any thing, and
that in a desultory maoner. Mr. G. L
Letteney expressed a regret that so many
of the young engaged in the reading of
light literature.

The question box was then opened and a
number of questions discussed.

Dr. McKay, Superintendent of Educa
tion being present, gave a very interesting
discourse. He stated that his interest had
been awakened as to punctuation. He re-
ferred to the importance of correct spelling,
it being an important part of literature,
showing as it does, whether one is literate.
He showed that correct spelling must begin
at the setting out of the pupil, and urged
upon the primary teachers the necessity of
the correct spelllng of every word.

Miss Helen Vidito then read a paper,
