Otd-Fashioned Warrior People of Raj-

putana Are Proud of Their Medise-
vel Customs and Have No Wish to

Change—Chivalry Reigns There as
In Europe Five Hundred Years Ago

—Swords Everywhere.

! North from Baroda the country be-
ooInes a t grassy plain, very much
like the South Adrican veldt, particu-
'hrly between the Modder River aad
Magersfontein. The men change. They
| ~come more jaunty in their carriage.
They part their beards in the nud-
dle, and comb back the sides to their
ears. They carry ancient guns and
old-world scimitars. When the
sinks in the evening a thousanrd herds
of cattle wander home over innumer-
able tracks converging on the villages.
