“TUNGLISH AS SHE IS SPOXE.”

Among current mispronunciations is
that of putting the accent on the second
syllable of *‘exquisibe” instead of on the
first, of omiting to pronounce the final
syllable of **bona fide,” and pronouncing
the word as if it were spelled ** bona fied,”
of saying voiletand voilence for violet and
violence, of saying yeaph for yes, and Gawd
for God. The latter word should have the
o short as in the German ‘Gott.” Though
somo peoplo fancy that it shows greater
reverence to drawl the word, one cannot
quite understand why. A mistake very
often mado is that of saying °‘Book-ase”
for **bock-case.” INote-paper is a stum-
bling-block ‘46 people who also speak ra-
pidly, and they aroinelined to eallit ““not-
pepper.”  Ono should never say * figger”
for ‘figure,’” ‘‘feller” for ‘‘fellow,”
“eairy”  for “carry,” ¢ridikilug” for
“pidiculous,’” ‘¢ preceive” for ¢ perceive,”
““etm’ouse’” for ‘‘eating-housc.” One of
the most unpleasant varieties of mispro-
nuneiation is that of a certain class of New
Yorkers who run all their words together,
and slide a letter or.a syllable, wherever
they can contrive to do so. *‘S'Nichlas”
for St. Nicholas,” ‘*Av'noo,” for ‘‘avenue,”
‘‘cloes” for *clothes,” - ““munce” for
“months,”  “diff nt” for ‘“different,”
HN'Yawk” for *New York,” arc familiar
instances of this slovenly method of cnun-
ciation.—Florence Howe Ilall, in Ladies'
