Mr. Qladstono speaking at Edin.
burgh on the 27th ult., made a vigor-
ous attack upon tho llouso of Lords
with whom rests the responsibility of
leaving in the way that barrier, the
Irish question, which has taxed the
encrgy and mortgaged the time of
Parlinment goneration after genora-
tion. He passed in roview the rela.
tions whish have existed between the
two Housos since the Reform Bill of
1832, and cited the Home Rulo as the
third case in which the Lords bhad
roversed the decimon of the Connunouns.
For taking this stand thoy have sov-
oral pleas. Theo opinion the Peers
form is purely thoir own, for which
thoy themselves aro alone respousible
the opinion of the Commons is given
with all the authority of a national
verdict. Thoy pleaded that the people
did not know tho Dbill, that it was in
sufficiently discussed, and thirdly that
they require o reforcnee to the conn
try. This is unconstitutional. The
Youse of Comnmons may by a vole
force o dissolution, but not the Henge
of Lords, This doctrine is not only
& mounstrous innovation, * It is noth.
ing less thap high treason, if this 1s
to continue a solf governing country.
If it should ever happen in the vicissi
tudes of political affmirs that the
House of Lords by some accident or
collateral process should bring about
a dissolution of the House of (om-
mons, depend upon 1t, the people will
not consider the Hoine Ralo bill alone,*
but will mix with it another question
on which the Lords may bitterly la.
ment when it is too Iate that they ever
raised an issuo.'’

“For my part,” concluded Mur.
QGladstone, ** I find this retrospect
sufficiently encouraging. If the na
tion is dolermined 1t will not be
bafled by a phalanx of 500 Peers.
Wo have the will of the country to
excoute, and cannot submit to the
Houee of Lords, although they bear
high-sounding titles, and sit in a
gilded chamber. The next eession
will nol pass withous your secing this
subjoct agnin appearing above the
waves, whero for the moment it hss
appeared to flounder. The nation has
giwvon us the authority, snd propelled

us on our courso, and it is our duty,

and our hopo and beliof that wo shall
find with tho help of the Almighty
means to overcome the dififculty,”
laat Baturday was a great day for
the sons of Ircland in Chicago when
they had the day specially dovoted to
their celebration at the World's Fair.

Tho English Catholic papers relato
that tho wissions in somo parts of
China have beon of Iate bitterly | srso-
outod—tho mission of Mienynng hav.

This
place is in the province of Hupeh, in
which are also Sungpu. the sceno of n
recent magsacro of tho Swedish mia.
sionarics, and the town of Lichnen,
whiero tho latest attack on the forvign
ors occurred.  The Vicoroy of the two
provinces, Hupeh and Hupan. is
Chang Chi Tung, well known as
-ostile to all foroign influen.e, and it
was from Hunan that the anti foreiga
pamphlots of the literate Chou Han
woro issucd. A great gathoring of
ofiloials were doputed to investigato
the murder of the Swedish missionar-
tes, but the only rosult was a poraecu-
tion of the friends and neighbors of
tho Swodes. A friendly Conlie, who,
in tho first instance, sent word of the
managacre, bas  beon tortured and
beaton; on iron rod was pussed
¢hirough his collar-bone and riveted to
o ckain, Tho strong fecling against
foreigners i8 also shown in the fact
that Madamo Dantremer, wife of the
French Consul at Hankow, has been
compelled to leavo a templo in the
hilla, which she bhad rented as
a suminer retreat for herself and her
children, and lo return to llankow.
The Taotai, or Superintendent of the
district, on heing communicated witlh,
showed, it is said, pretty plainly that
he sympathized with the feeling of
hostility, and said that ke couid not
protect Madamo Daontremer and her
children. ** Then,” said tho French
Consul, * I shall have to call upon my
country to protect them."

Tho Catholics in the South of Eng-
land arve just now annoyed with one
of the * ox-nuns,” who is portraying
the horrors of convent life, to the
benefit of lLier own pocket, and the
gcandal of the faithful. Father Hubert
of Salisbury, where one of the nows-
papers had takon up the subject,
preached upor Nuns and Nunneries,
His eloquent peroration will serve
Canadisn cities and towns, not a thou-
sand miles from Toronto: * There is
much work to be done in the world,
work for thoso who do not know God
but to blaspheme Him, work for these
who have no religion. Let them
work among their own poor, ignorant
people. Butlet them not think they
are sorving God by presiding over
meotings, o1 supporting by thewr pre
sonce foul slandors uttered against us
Jatholies. This is not religion. What
will be tho result of their calumnies ?
Will they prevail upon one Catholic to
turn away from his rehgion, or pre-
vent one Ritunalist from becoming a
Catholic 2 No, but they are the cause
of bad fecling among thoir fellow-
citizens. Our people love their nuns
and priests, who, in time of sickness
and pestilenco, work and ate ready to
dio for them. Our peopla can see the
Sistors of Charity in hiogpitals, on the
battlefield, and i times of revolution,
as in France, stomming the fury of
domoniacs, All are manliness and
charity, lot these elanderers remember
that we believe in the same Jesus
Christ. X ask them to leavo our priests
and puns alone, I ask thern to re-
member that religion is not to abuse
othars, but is to practice that virtue of
whish the great Apostle of the Gen-
tiles spoko when ho said . < Charity is
patient, 18 kind,and thinketh noevil."
